The Budget Advisory Committee Meeting January 7th, Springfield Public Library.

Attending:  David Yesman, Mile Knoras Marilyn Thompson, Russ Moore and Selectman, Walter Martone.

Meeting called to order at 6:10 pm

David began by discussing the Town Managers cost estimate versus actual bids.  Discussion followed

on actual bid , and savings on energy.  Current system breaks down and costs to repair, question 0f

how long will they last.  Currently system has to get temp up to boiling.  Converting bid to steam

boiler cost $83,500.  Savings $2,826 annually.  840 gal of oil would be saved, plus there would be a 

savings of electricity.  Solar panels were discussed for electricity, not heat.  Lighting system was also discussed.

LED use not cost effective.

Russ Moore reported on current cost of Library, and status of use.

130 people a day on average visit the Library.  10% are not residents of Springfield.  One third of population of town 

have membership in the Library.  Large pre school attend and 2/3 registered are adults.

There is a large public gathering outside of Library after closing, and need for large police patrol was discussed.

Costs of Lighting and control including labor and replacing lights in basement was discussed.  Current minimum 

wage increases from $9.50 to $9.60 and $10.00 next Jan. 2017.  The Library's cost of postage may be reduced by

a federal grant to $2,300.

Russ Moore retires in March 2016.  The committee congratulated Russ on his dedicated service to Springfield and

maintaining the excellent service of our town's library.
