Planning Commission meetings are open to the public.

Meeting will begin 10:00 AM in the Hall on the Third Floor at 96 Main Street, Springfield, VT.  

The purpose of this meeting is to discuss two proposed solar projects to interested parties, including the Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission, the Town of Springfield Select Board and Planning Commission.  The applicant is requesting , to obtain from that those interested parties consider preparing a joint letter that identifies each proposed site as a determination of whether or not the site for the project meets the definition of a “Preferred Site” as defined in Rule 5.100, Section 5.103 of the Rules of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Vermont. If an interested party determines the site does meet that definition the proponent will be requesting the interested party formally so determine and send a letter of such a determination to the Public Utility Commission on behalf of their proposal.

This is not a hearing on the specifics of the project, though the applicant may present some specificsdetails about the proposed projects. A chance for such a more detailed a discussion about the proposed project would come after the 45 day Notice of intent to file the proposal with the PUC.

There are two solar sites to be discussed. You may visit the sites on your own before the meeting.

1. 	Site located in the old gravel pit at the Town highway garage 216 Fairground Road. Actual site is along the southerly boundary line of this property. This site can be accessed by foot via the rough road to the right and behind the sand shed. Map of the parcel can be obtained from Zoning and Planning. 
2.	Site near the address 83 Craigue Hill Road, which site is now flagged. The path up the driveway is also flagged. You may walk up the driveway, following the flagging. The driveway is private. If you visit the site do not park in the driveway. Map of the parcel can be obtained from Zoning and Planning.

There may be a site visit after the discussion, if there is interest and weather permitting.
