The Town and Mr. 	Ferguson have now come to an agreement on the property assessment and Selectboard approval is 	needed for a final resolution.

	The current assessment is $719.05 per acre for a total of $117,638 (163.6 acres).   The proposed and 	agreed 	upon new total assessment would be $500 per acre for a total of $81,800 (163.6 acres).  This 	parcel is a woodlot and it became landlocked and isolated from the Ferguson Farm when Interstate 91 	was built.  Logical physical access from Route 5 is via a very steep terrain.
