There will be the launch of 20 to 30 sailplanes as part of the contest on this weekend and the following.  Arrangements are being made for portapotties as well as trash removal.  Parking will be a big issue as will getting volunteers to organize the parking.  Local police (Springfield and Weathersfield), VT State Police, and Windsor County Sheriff Dept.
Much work remains to be done as well as advertising and getting the public involved.   Planning meetings on Wednesdays at 5 p.m. are continuing.
