PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES

Chair, Kristi Morris, called the Public Hearing to order at 7:00 PM.  Chair Morris explained this was the Public Hearing and First Review/Reading of Chapter 10, Economic Development, and Chapter 11, Land Use, of the Springfield Town Plan.  The Public Hearing is being held to receive public input on the proposed changes to Chapters 10 and 11 of the Town Plan.
Chair Morris opened the floor for public input.

Chair Morris stated that Dan Potter from the Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission, SWCRPC, and William Kearns, the Town Administrative Officer, was also present at tonight’s meeting.

A.O. Kearns started out by complimenting Walter Clark, Michael Knoras, and George McNaughton, Members of the Planning Commission’s Sub-Committee, for their dedication to the creation of Chapter 10.

Public Input started with Chapter 10, Economic Development, for the Springfield Town Plan.

Richard Andrews, resident, stated that he had read both Chapters 10 and 11, but didn’t claim to be an expert on the subject.  He suggested the Selectboard consider adding something about sidewalks on page 13 to the 5th Goal under the “Health and Rehabilitation Industry”.  Mr. Andrews stated he thought the sidewalk network should be improved and maintained better than it is.  He went on to point out the amount of people that walk.

Selectboard Member, George McNaughton, shared the Sub-Committee of the Planning Commission recommended a chapter of the Town Plan be dedicated to Health.  He also noted what Mr. Andrews suggested and stated that the sidewalks might be covered in the Recreational or Transportation chapters.

Mr. McNaughton stated he had a problem with Table 10-4, Employment Numbers and Wages by Sector – 2014 on page 4.  He felt like this was regional information and should not be in the Springfield Town Plan; this chapter should just be about Springfield.  Dan Potter, from SWCRPC, explained this type of information was in other Town Plans; this was not unusual. 

A lengthy discussion pursued between George McNaughton, William Kearns, Dan Potter, Tom Yennerell, Kristi Morris, Walter Clark, Richard Andrews, Stephanie Thompson, Walter Martone, and Peter MacGillivray with questions, explanations, and peoples point of views being expressed.

Town Manager Yennerell commented he had a problem with the third paragraph on page 11 under “Specific Strategy for I-91 Interchange”, the 2nd sentence.   Town Manager Yennerell recommend ending the sentence after the word public; sentence would read as:  “Any future growth in this area should continue to serve the traveling public.”  He commented that he understood the concept, but still felt the phase should be deleted.

A.O. Kearns explained that this sentence historically has been in the Springfield Town Plan since 2006.

George McNaughton commented that there are some State and Regional Policies regarding development near interchanges.  The State is opposed to strip development Sprawl, which is allowing businesses to go from the Interstate toward Town.  The thought process is that this would kill off businesses in the Downtown or Plaza.

A.O. Kearns stated that the Selectboard should be careful not to develop the area into “East Springfield”  It is necessary for travelers to have access to gas, food, and lodging, but you would not want to have much else.

Chair Morris inquired if the Town Plan specifies what businesses should be near Exit 7.  A.O. Kearns stated that is what the Town has to decide.

Vice-Chair Thompson stated that she agreed with Town Manager Yennerell.  She stated the Town of Springfield is losing travelers at Exit 6; they get off for the Town of Chester and go through Ludlow to the mountain.

The discussion continued for a little while longer between A.O. Kearns, Peter MacGillivray, Chair Morris, Town Manager Yennerell, Walter Clark, and George McNaughton.  The discussion covered people’s opinions, when the Interstate was built, the amount of businesses the Town could support, and if the State would allow much development along the Interstate.
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Chair Morris asked for Public Input of Chapter 11, Land Use.

Richard Andrews, resident, page 16, No. 15 under objectives, suggested adding a similar suggestion he made previous to Chapter 10.  Mr. Andrews suggested the sidewalk network should also be added.  Chair Morris read No. 15 out loud; then questioned Mr. Andrews if that was what he was talking about.  Chair Morris went on to comment that during the Budget Planning Sessions the Selectboard does allocate some funds for sidewalks and periodically applies to grants for sidewalk improvements.

Dan Potter commented that this subject might be covered in the Transportation Chapter of the Springfield Town Plan.  

Vice-Chair Thompson noted subjects such Forestry and Land Development; she inquired if Muckross was also going to be covered separately.  Chair Morris questioned if something was that specific would it go in Chapter 11, Land Use, or another area.

Walter Clark, resident, offered his opinion that Muckross would be in the Recreation Chapter.  Dan Potter stated Muckross was a very important item and would be in the Recreation Chapter.  George McNaughton felt very certain Muckross would find its way into the Recreation and Natural Resource Chapters.  Chair Morris commented he was not advocating one way or the other; he was just interested in the discussion.

Chair Morris read the list of the different types of Land Use covered within Chapter 11.  They are as follows:  Agricultural, Forest Resource, Conservation, Downtown Mixed Use & Mixed Use, High-Density, Medium Density, and Rural Residential, Industrial & Commercial/Light Industrial, Interchange, and Institutional.

Selectboard Member, Walter Martone, questioned the meaning of Objective No. 7 on page 15.  He commented he needed clarification regarding the statement.  Did it mean that the Selectboard was prioritizing housing usage for buildings like Park Street School or the Parks & Woolson Building?  He also noted that we have seen where other schools get turned into subsidized housing and he doesn’t feel that is what the Selectboard is pushing for with the Park Street School.  

Walter Martone commented he was also concerned about the word “encourage”.  To him that means if a proposal came in that we would turn Park Street School, Parks & Woolson Building or some other large building into a subsidized housing project.

A.O. Kearns cautioned the Selectboard not to underestimate “adaptive Reuse”; there could be condos in the Park Street School.  There is plenty of parking, as well as water and sewer.  George McNaughton stated that he did not have any objections if No. 7 was deleted.  He had a problem with encouraging housing as a redevelopment option in the Downtown.  It has caused nothing but trouble in Downtown.  However, he did also state there was one exception; which was the theater.  He would also agree to a proposal that was heavily monitored or controlled by the Springfield Housing Authority.

A.O. Kearns shared with the Selectboard unless they changed the regulations of the General Business District; none of what was said makes any difference.  If someone comes with a proposal for an 80 Unit Residential Sub-Division of the Park Street property and proposes a plan to bring it to the DRB; under the current General Business section, it would be developed.  We can’t tell them we don’t like that use.  If you don’t want it in the District, you better state it in the regulations.  If it comes before the DRB, it would be approved.

Town Manager Yennerell commented the conversation was dwelling around subsidized housing and he feels we, the Town, should be talking about market-rate housing; maybe insert market-rate housing after the word encourage.  He went on to state, in order to have a viable and vibrant Downtown, there needs to be housing.  To have more market-rate housing in Downtown Springfield would make the Downtown more viable and vibrant.

Chair Morris asked if there were any more comments for Chapter 10, Economic Development, and/or Chapter 11, Land Use.

Richard Andrews, resident, stated he praised the Planning Commission and their professional advisors.  He thought the drafts he read were clear, thoughtful, and well written.

A.O. Kearns thanked Dan Potter for all the work he has put into the Springfield Town Plan Project and his patience with the members of the Planning Commission.  He also noted that all the members of the Planning Commission worked very hard on this project.

Chair Morris also stated the Selectboard would like to thank Dan Potter and the Planning Commission members too.

Chair Morris also noted there were maps provided with Chapters 10 and 11.

Chair Morris closed the Public Hearing at 8:24 PM.

Peter MacGillivray stated this could very well be the most complex chapter of the Springfield Town Plan and the State and Federal Governments can’t even do this.  Mr. MacGillivray does not support a Health Chapter.

Walter Martone questioned if there would be a problem if the Town asked the Springfield Medical Center for assistance. 

Vice-Chair Thompson stated there are also a lot of other entities beside the Hospital and the Health Department that could offer assistance.

Town Manager Yennerell explained the Town would be submitting an application for a Vermont Community Development Program grant for funds up to $30,000.00 to develop a preliminary plan for rehabilitation of the Springfield Community Center.  The Selectboard is being asked to sign a Resolution for a VCDP Grant Program entitled, “Single Applicant” and a Resolution to Designate a Public Agency, Form PM-4.  These two, (2), forms will be submitted with the application.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Stephanie Thompson, moved to approve the authorization of the Town Manager as the
		authorized official and for the Selectboard Board to sign the forms entitled “Single Applicant” and
		the other form entitled Resolution to Designate a Public Agency, which is the Southern Windsor
		County Regional Planning Commission.  The grant is for funds up to $30,000.00 to develop a 
		preliminary plan for the 	rehabilitation of the Springfield Community Center.
		Seconded by Walter Martone.

Walter Martone asked if there was a match from the Town for this grant.  Town Manager Yennerell had forgotten to mention the match and thanked Mr. Martone for doing so.  Town Manager Yennerell stated the Town would have a 25% match of whatever the total of the grant came in at.

	ITEM #7:  Town Owned Land at East School.

Town Manager Yennerell explained this item was added to the agenda at the request of the Town Attorney, Stephen Ankuda.  The Springfield School District is in the process of selling the former East School, located at 199 Summer Street.  The Buyer’s Attorney discovered the Town of Springfield owns a 25 x 125 foot parcel of land adjacent to the school and Summer Street.  Mr. Ankuda recommends that the Town advertise the sale of this parcel.  Once authorization is obtained, the Town could sell it to the Springfield School District for one dollar.  This will clear the title and enable the school to sell the former East School.

Weston Marshall, resident, commented on two traffic lights that are not working.  He requested they be fixed or removed.
The first traffic light was at the intersection of Clinton and Bridge Streets.  Chair Morris identified this traffic light as the Fire Emergency Light.  He also stated the repair was quiet costly.  The other traffic light was at the intersection of Clinton Street and the Whitcomb Building.  The State performed a study and found there was very little usage for this traffic light; therefore, it was not repaired.
