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H.	NEW BUSINESS:
	ITEM #5:  Recycle Law and Timeline Update.  Executive Director, Thomas Kennedy,  of the Southern Windsor County 	Regional Planning Commission, (SWCRPC),  was present to provide an update on the Vermont Recycling Law, (Act 148).  	Please refer to the Universal Recycling Law Timeline sheet following the Selectboard Meeting Minutes.  

	Mr. Kennedy explained that about seven years ago the SWCRPC took over the management of the Southern Windsor/
	Windham County Solid Waste Management District,  (SWWCSWMD).  The SWCRPC now manages all of the Solid Waste 	Districts for Windsor County.  Mr. Kennedy has been meeting with Selectboard Members throughout Windsor County, 	especially in Towns that host Transfer Stations to discuss the Universal Recycling Law, known as Act 148.  For the past four 	years, as of July 1st each year there have been new recycling laws introduced to Vermont residents.  Mr. Kennedy went on to 	explain this July 1st there is a really big addition to Universal Recycling Law.  Starting July 1, 2017, Transfer Stations/Drop-	Off Facilities must accept food scraps.  The public will be encouraged to recycle food scraps, but there will not be any “Food 	Scrap Police” checking out people’s trash.  The SWWCSWMD has contracted with Casella for another year and Grow 	Compost to implement a Food Scrap Recycling Program.  In addition, residents living in rural areas will be encouraged to 	Backyard Compost.  The SWWCSWMD will provide training for Transfer Station/Drop-Off Facilities Staff on the 	appropriate procedures for handling and accepting Food Scraps.  There will also be seminars to promote Backyard 	Composting with 	discounts offered to purchase composters.  Please watch the Town’s Facebook page, Website, and local 	newspapers for details as July 1st. approaches.

	The Town will incur a cost for recycling Food Scraps and the public will pay to recycle them.  The Town of Springfield will
	be making changes at the Springfield Transfer & Recycling Center to accommodate new recycle requirements.  Chair Morris 	thanked Mr. Kennedy for attending the Selectboard 	Meeting.

	ITEM #6:  CSO Construction Engineering and Bid Approvals.  Brad Aldrich from Aldrich + Elliot Engineering was in 	attendance to discuss this summer’s CSO project and seek approval of the engineering agreements and bid acceptance.  Town 	Manager Yennerell recommended approval of all requests and is seeking authorization from the Selectboard to execute the 	appropriate documents.

	Mr. Aldrich explained the two engineering agreements from Aldrich + Elliot,  Contract #7 totals $146,000.00, and is for 	engineering work on Mineral Street, the elimination of  fourteen out-flows going into the river,  the elimination of  roof 	drains at the J & L Plant, and work on Olive Street.  Contract #8 totals $95,700.00, and is for 	the design of repairs and 	rebuilds of three pump stations.	Zaluzny Construction won the bid for work on these projects for $940,312.00.  The only 	other bid submitted for the work on this project was from Nott’s at $1,224,516.40.

	There was also information on Bid Alternative #1 for Storm Water Treatment work on Bailey Street and 	Bid Alternative 	#2 for work on upper Valley Street.  The Alternative Bid Projects #1 and #2 were only bid out; the Town has not decided if 	the projects will be done at this time.
