	Walter Martone noted that he and Michael Martin were both present at the Planning Commission 	meeting when the Planning Commission encouraged the Trails, Greenways, Byways & Rural Economy 	Advisory Committee to continue researching and working on the Mineral Street bike/pedestrian path 	project.  Mr. Martone inquired if that was something the Selectboard would also like to sign onto to.  	However, that 	doesn’t mean the Selectboard would be endorsing the project at this point, but to 	encourage the 	TGBRE Advisory Committee to continue with their efforts.  He also suggested that the 	Committee concentrate on the park area because that is Town owned property and the Town has a lot of 	other projects underway.  They have been collecting data and maps on this project and he believes that 	will be very valuable 	information.  They could also start to identify potential funding sources, that 	doesn’t mean the Town is going to apply for anything or make a commitment to building anything.  	However, having a Committee watching out for potential grants, especially for grants coming from 	Foundations or special groups interested in the environment would be very helpful. 

	Vice-Chair Thompson stated that she did not have any issue with the work done by the TGBRE 	Advisory Committee or if they decided to investigate funding sources.  However, it should be very clear 	that the	Selectboard has a lot on their plate.  She also commented their efforts spearheading and 	investigating the Mineral Street project causes no harm and it would be very good for the community.  
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	Peter MacGillivray liked the idea of using Mineral Street; it was nice to hear about other options 	available to bicyclists.  The Mineral Street Report goes back to 1996 and there may be other funding 	sources available.  The Committee should be encouraged to continue gathering facts.  Mr. MacGillivray 	also made a point of commenting that the Selectboard had a lot on their plate and this summer there 	were going to 	be changes to the Main Street.

	Chair Morris confirmed when the TGBRE Advisory Committee submitted the Mineral Street Report 	they requested the following from the Selectboard.

	     * The Selectboard accept and acknowledge the receipt of the Mineral Street Plan.
		  (That has been done.)

	     * The Selectboard inform the TGBRE Advisory Committee what they would like them to do next.
		  (That has been done.  The Selectboard encouraged the TGBRE Advisory Committee to 
		    continue gathering facts, concentrate on the park area and start looking into potential funding.)

	     * The Selectboard has also made it clear that they are not able to take on anymore projects at
	        this time and there would need to be a funding source for this project.

	Walter Wallace, Chair of the Planning Commission also clarified the TGBRE Advisory Committee was 	not building anything new, they were making the community aware of options to the Mineral Street 	area.  They were also pointing out the historic value of our Town.
