F.	TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT:   Town Manager Yennerell provided highlights from his report.
	1.  The 188 Wall Street demolition was done on March 30, 2017.
	2.  The Legislation has passed from the Senate to the House regarding the Town’s request to become a TIF 
	     District.  The House Ways and Means Committee do not usually supportive tax incentives.  Town Manager 
	     Yennerell also shared when Governor Scott was attending the Rotary a few weeks ago, he asked for his 
	      support for the Town of Springfield regarding the request to become a TIF District.  Governor Scott stated that 
	     he very much supported TIF Districts within Vermont.
	3.  Police Sergeant, Adam Belville, was hired on March 29, 2017.  Adam attended Castleton State College where 	
  	     he obtained a Bachelor Degree in Law Enforcement.  He was employed by the Brattleboro Police Department 
	     for approximately 10 years and held the rank of Sergeant for the last 2-1/2 years.  We all welcome Adam and 
	     wish him much success as he further develops his career with the Springfield Police Department.
	4.  The Springfield Health Care System will be opening an Occupational Health Facility during July 2017 in 
	     Charlestown, NH.  The Town’s Worker’s Compensation Insurance provider and the Springfield Health Care 
	     System staff will work together to provide Worker’s Compensation Health Care to the Town’s employees.
	5.  There will most likely be some small landscape change for the Main Street over the summer.  The tree in the
	     garden in front of the Town Hall has overgrown its space and will be removed.  Plants that thrive in full 
	     sunlight will replace the tree.  The hedges in front of the Ellis and Lincoln Blocks will be removed and 
	     replaced with shorter more colorful plants this will increase the visibility of the plaza from the street.  This is a 
	     suggestion in GPI’s streetscape plans and will be discussed by the steering committee.

	Vice-Chair Thompson inquired if it would be possible to transplant the tree in front of the Town Hall to 	somewhere on the Toonerville Trail, instead of cutting the tree.  Town Manager Yennerell was not sure if the
	request was do able because of the limited space to use equipment to properly dig up a tree.
