	ITEM #8:  Black River Action Team Update
	Town Manager Yennerell introduced Kelly Stettner from the Black River Action Team, BRAT, who 	provided a brief update of the Black River Action Team has been up to.  Ms. Stettner went on to state the 	Black River Action Team started in 2000 as a one-time river cleanup crew behind the Springfield 	Shopping Plaza.  The BRAT has become a full-service watershed organization with dozens of partners 	around Windsor County.

	Ms. Stettner shared that the group is excited about partnerships because BRAT is on the grassroots efforts 	of neighbors, business people, youth groups, students, families and other community organizations all 	volunteering together.  She provided a list of their work to-date.

· Monthly water quality monitoring at 14 sites, plus weekly bacteria sampling at 6 swimming holes;
· Monitoring Mile Brook for a variety of parameters, to help the State evaluate the impact of pending work on the sedimentation caused by eroding terraces above the brook;
· Annual River Sweep clean up in September, involves over 100 volunteers;
· Planting native trees in the river buffer-zone for bank stability;
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· Installing rain gardens to help manage stormwater and protect water quality, municipal infrastructure and private property values;
· Educational programs in public schools, homeschool groups and the Muckross State Park summer camp, in partnership with a number of local educators;
· Will co-hosts a workshop in June to teach about aquatic invasive plants; 
· Weekly monitoring of Muckross Pond, gathering data for Vermont’s Lakes Lay Monitoring program as well as for the university of Massachusetts they study isotopic signatures of groundwater and surface water around New England;
· Serving on the Friends of Muckross State Park Committee on a number of projects
· Ms. Stettner is writing and filming a series for community television entitled “Black River Connections” with a small grant from Claremont Community Savings Bank;
· BRAT is currently planning the first-ever free Black River BioBlitz for Sunday, July 29, 2018one-day nature-palooza at Hoyt’s Landing and Muckross State Park.  A shuttle bus will run a loop between the two sites.  The public is invited to be citizen scientists for an hour or for the whole day, learning about the flora and fauna at these two locations, documenting them by camera and smart-phone, and utilizing the iNaturalist app and our project website to communicate with scientists and confirm each species, helping to build the VT Atlas of Life.

Ms. Stettner works a full-time desk job in North Springfield, is a homeschool parent of two children with her husband and co-manages the Springfield Wrestling Team.  She serves on the CT River Joint Commissions Mt. Ascutney Regional Sub-Committee and the Clean Water Advisory Council of the Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission.

Chair Morris inquired if Ms. Stettner had regular communication with the Greenways, Trails, Byways and Rural Economy Advisory Committee.  Ms. Stettner shared that she has regular communication with the Advisory Committee and attends their monthly meetings.  Ms. Stettner also commented that she didn’t want to reinvent the wheel and always shares information whenever possible.  

Chair Morris on behalf of himself and the whole Selectboard thanked Ms. Stettner for her very informative update of the Black River Action Team.
