	ITEM #6:  Encumber Funds for Fiscal Year 2020.
	Town Manager, Tom Yennerell, explained there are budget line items that will not be spent before the 	end of Fiscal Year 2019, June 30, 2019.  Therefore, the Selectboard should encumber the funds forward 	into the Fiscal Year 2020, starting July 1, 2019, which will make the funds available to use.  The line 	items are the Town Improvement Fund in the amount of $179,707.75 and the Energy Conservation Fund 	in the amount of $4,500.00.

	The Town Improvement Fund balance at the beginning of Fiscal Year 2019 was $239,600.  A total of 	$59,892.25 was spent during the current year, Fiscal Year 2019.

	The expenditures were as follows:

The Energy Conservation Fund balance at the beginning of Fiscal Year 2019 was $4,500.00.  Nothing was spent throughout the year because there was confusion as to whether the funds were to be spent at the Library or the Public Works Facility.  Once it was resolved there was not enough time to get new lights installed and it will be done next year at the Public Works Facility.

	Douglas Johnston, resident.  Mr. Johnston inquired if the Town’s Budget had to be in the “Black” in 	order to encumber funds from 2019 into 2020.  Town Manager Yennerell commented the 2019 Town 
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	Budget wasn’t in the red and explained again why the request to encumber funds was made to the 	Selectboard.  	Town Manager Yennerell commented it also does not matter if the Town is in the “red” 	or “black”, funds can still be encumbered.

		Vote:	5 Yes, passed unanimously.
			
G.	TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT:
	Town Manager Yennerell read through his report for audience and the SAPA TV viewers.

	2019 Paving Update:  Springfield Paving was the low bidder for this year’s paving and work is 	scheduled to begin June 10, 2019.  Unfortunately, this did not happen.  We have been told the start date 	is now June 26, 2019.

	Springfield Recycling & Transfer Station Changes Beginning July 1, 2019:  
· Annual stickers will need to be placed in the lower driver’s side corner of vehicle windshields to enter the Transfer Station.
· Stickers are available for purchase now for $25.00 at the Springfield & Chester Town Offices.  Stickers for a second vehicle in the same household are $5.00 each.
· The green tickets for disposing of trash will be replaced by a punch card.
· Trash will no longer be weighed.
· Punch cards will be available on Monday, June 10, 2019, for $15.00 each at the Springfield & Chester Town Offices, and at participating area merchants.
· One punch = One 30-gallon bag/container or equivalent amount.
· Each card = four punches.
· The green tickets presently in use will be honored until the tickets in circulation are depleted.
· Seven green tickets = One 30-gallon bag/container.

	There are common public misconceptions about the amount of the cost increase for household trash 	disposal.

	Currently a 25-pound container disposal costs $3.38 ($0.135 per pound).  The new cost of a 30-gallon 	container containing 25 pounds will cost $3.75 an increase of $0.37.

	Town Manager Yennerell commented the Town Manager’s Report was one tool that was used to 	publicize the implementation of the new trash/recycling program at the Transfer Station/Recycling 	Center.  The Town’s Website and FACEBOOK pages were also used.  Town Manager Yennerell went 	on to say the motivating factor or the changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center were to reduce 	taxes because 	the Transfer Station/Recycling Center have been operating at a deficit for at least the past 	three (3) years.

	Chair Morris provided ground rules in order to have a respectful and civil discussion among the 	Citizens, Selectboard and Town Administration.  He also reminded everyone that the proposed changes 	to the 	Transfer Station/Recycling Center were reviewed by the Town Manager, Director of Public 	Works and Selectboard Members.  The object was to reduce taxes; put the cost on the “actual users” not 	the taxpayers.

	Michael Martin questioned the cut-off date for using the green tickets.  Town Manager Yennerell stated 	the green tickets did not have a cut-off date.  The Transfer Station/Recycling Center would continue to 	honor the tickets until they were out of circulation.
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	George McNaughton stated he appreciated the updated Press Release from the Press Release that was 	originally posted on FACEBOOK by a resident.  He noted that he did not support the approved changes 	made at the Selectboard Meeting on May 28, 2019.  He had the following concerns:

· He doesn’t understand how the newly approved changes are going to save any money in regards to personnel.  Staff will still be needed to throw the 	trash bags in the hopper. 
· He also noted there are some residents that will not be able to lift and throw the bags in the
		hopper.
· Mr. McNaughton also stated that tonight was the first time he had heard about different size bags.
· Mr. McNaughton questioned where the conversion of seven (7) green tickets equals one (1) punch on the 	Punch Card came from.

	Town Manager Yennerell addressed Mr. McNaughton’s concerns.  The actual savings of money 	regarding personnel will not happen until a reconfiguration of the Transfer Station/Recycling Center site 	can be 	addressed and put into place.  Town Manager Yennerell commented that with the reconfiguration 	of the 	Transfer Station/Recycle Center implemented it would be easier for residents to throw their trash 	bags into the hopper.  Town Manager Yennerell explained the green tickets have value a of $0.54 cents 	each, 	seven (7) tickets equal $3.78 which is about as close as he could come to the 30-gallon 	bag/container cost of $3.75.

	George McNaughton also reminded the Selectboard he inquired at the Selectboard Meeting of May 28, 	2019 if anyone would be selling the $25.00 Stickers.  Not all the residents of Springfield can make it to 	the Springfield Town Office Monday – Friday, 8:00 AM – 4:30 PM to purchase the Stickers.  This past 	Saturday, June 8, 2019, there was not a single person available for purchasing Stickers.  Mr. 	McNaughton 	also questioned the cost of calibrating the weight scales, the life expectancy of the scales 	and how much time would actually be saved by not weighing the trash.

	Michael Martin inquired why the Town was not allowing the tall kitchen bags, approximately 13 	gallons, to be used.  He felt the Town should accommodate for smaller bags; some residents prefer or 	have to dispose of their trash on a weekly basis.

	Town Manager Yennerell stated there were no provisions made for smaller bags.  If the weekly runs 	were eliminated it would be more economical cost wise.  In 2020 it will be mandatory not to put food 	scraps in the trash, that will cut down on the smell factor. 

	Again, Mr. McNaughton commented he didn’t understand going from the Green Tickets to Punch 	Cards.  Why can’t the Town wait until the weight scales crash before implementing the Punch Card 	system.  He also commented he didn’t have a problem with the Stickers, but residents need to have 	access to the Stickers at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.

	Chair Morris suggested Mr. McNaughton try looking at the end goal of passing the cost of the Transfer 	Station/Recycling Center onto the user as opposed to all of the taxpayers.  He also noted the Town can’t 	wait until a process fails (meaning the scales).  The Town has funds from the Southern 	Windham/Windsor County Solid Waste District to be used for improvements.  The Town should be 	trying to eliminate the deficit.
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	Peter MacGillivray noted he is able to store is trash for two (2) weeks before visiting the Transfer 	Station/Recycling Center.  He stated the real issue is the taxpayer, who will eventually be responsible for 	the yearly deficit.  Mr. MacGillivray feels the cost should be shifted to the user, not all taxpayers.

	Richard Andrews, resident.  Mr. Andrews stated the simplest fix would be to provide a twelve (12) 	punch 	Punch Ticket where three (3) punches for a 30-gallon bag/container or one (1) punch for a small 	bag.

	Hallie Whitcomb, resident.  Ms. Whitcomb commented the Transfer Station/Recycling Center has never 	supported itself.   Unfortunately, the income received from recycling products is at a long-time low.  She 	also commented that the Stickers should be sold at the Transfer Station/Recycling Station.  Ms. 	Whitcomb also feels that the residents “doing it right” will be punished.  Residents “doing it right” 	(recycling almost all of their household waste) will be paying more money because they fill smaller 	trash bags.  Ms. Whitcomb also commented she doesn’t feel the Punch Ticket method of trash disposal 	will save any time either because the trash will have to be monitored.

	Hallie Whitcomb also wanted to share some good news regarding the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.
	Food Scraps are being collected at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center, which residents have been 	paying for with the Green Tickets.  The Food Scraps are stored in a 40-gallon tote and cost the Transfer 	Station/Recycling Station $26.00 each month to dispose.  If the Food Scraps are contaminated, mixed 	with plastics or anything that is not edible, it costs $86.00.

	The Recycling Advisory Committee saves the returnable bottles and cans and splits the proceeds with 	the Boy Scouts.  In addition, the Recycling Advisory Committee uses the funds to purchase tooling, 	supplies and necessary items for the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.  Ms. Whitcomb also noted 	earlier this year a couple came into the Transfer Station/Recycling Center with a “Thank You” Card and 	$500.00 worth of $20.00 bills.  The couple was moving out of the area and wanted to thank the staff of 	the Second Hand Shop and employees of the Transfer Station/Recycling Center for everything they do 	for the community and their hard work and dedication.  The funds were distributed to the employees.

	Hallie Whitcomb has proposed to pay the residents’ cost to recycle Food Scraps with the funds acquired 	by the Recycling Advisory Committee.  

	Chair Morris reminded everyone that composting Food Scraps would be mandatory as of July 1, 2021.

	Angela Farrar, resident.  Ms. Farrar is a single parent and on a very tight budget.  She is an avid recycler 	and composter who feels the newly proposed changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center are going 	to be very expensive for her.  Ms. Farrar also disposes of her trash waste on a weekly basis because she 	does not have any space for storage.  Paying $3.75 for a small bag of trash would be very expensive.

	Jules O’Guin, resident.  Ms. O’Guin stated she was a member of a FACEBOOK Group where the newly 	proposed changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center were greatly discussed.  Ms. O’Guin 	read an 	extensive letter of questions and concerns she had prepared from the FACEBOOK Group pages.  Most 	of the information was covered through earlier discussions in the evening.  Ms. O’Guin questioned the 	0.02 cent savings to the taxpayer.  Chair Morris explained how taxes were figured, taxable amount x per 	$100,000.   Ms. O’Guin also wanted to know if the deficit was only $100,000 each year in the past why 	was the Town trying to make $124,000 from the sale of the Sticker and Punch Cards.  Other comments 	Ms. O’Guin shared from the FACEBOOK Group consisted of the following:
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· Suggestion to move the Second Hand Shop out of the Transfer Station/Recycling Center area so residents visiting the shop didn’t have to pay for a Sticker.
· Short notice to residents of the proposed changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.
· The Sticker is on the outside of the vehicles.  Residents have mention it is easier to have the Sticker stolen.  The cold climate of Vermont is not good for Stickers.

	Mrs. Patricia Griffin, resident, stated that she is a widow and senior.  The 30-gallon 	bags/containers are a problem for her.  She can’t lift and move 30-gallon bags/container around or throw 	them into a hopper.  Chair Morris pointed out that currently there is Staff to assist.  Mrs. Griffin pointed 	out that doesn’t help her at home.

	Fred Johnson, resident.  Mr. Johnson stated that he disposes of his trash weekly.  It costs him about 	three to four (3 – 4) Green Tickets each week.  He has two (2) four-wheel drive vehicles; drives the 	truck 	in the winter and the car otherwise.  Now the Town wants him to pay more to dispose of his 	trash, purchase a Sticker for $25.00 and a second Sticker for $5.00.  Mr. Johnson stated the Town 	was screwing him!

	Douglas Johnston, resident.  Mr. Johnston stated his family purchases the Green Tickets in advance.  	Due to the short notice of the changes being proposed at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center, Mr. 	Johnston requested reimbursement for the Green Tickets he had already purchased.  Mr. Johnston also 	noted taxpayers have already paid through their tax bill for the usage of the Recycling Center.  He felt 	the Town was double-dipping; trying to be paid twice.

	Jeff Graham, non-resident.  Mr. Graham who is an Accountant pointed out funds, mainly cash, running 	through the Transfer Station/Recycling Center not being turned over to the Town Hall/Finance 	Department is not a good business practice.  Hallie Whitcomb defended the practice by stating that is the 	way it has been done since the beginning.  Mr. Graham commented that still doesn’t make it right.  Mr. 	Graham questioned if the Town had any procedures for accountability at the Transfer Station/Recycling 	Center regarding cash donations or payments.

	Jennifer Gehly, resident.  Ms. Gehly questioned why this decision was not voted on by the residents.  In 	Rockingham, where she used to live, they voted to have curb-side pickup for trash.

	Chair Morris stated the residents do vote on the annual budget, so in a sense the residents do have a say.  	The Selectboard was given the opportunity to implement changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling 	Center 	and we voted to make the changes.

	Hallie Whitcomb, resident.  Ms. Whitcomb noted most communities pay for the use and cost of Transfer 	Station/Recycling Center Facilities through their tax rate.

	Jules O’Guin, resident.  Ms. O’Guin commented she had emailed two (2) Selectboard Members 	inquiring why there was not a Public Hearing.  

	Michael Martin commented that he was the Selectboard Member that answered her email.  The State of 	Vermont doesn’t require the Town to hold a Public Hearing. 
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	Fred Wooton, resident.  Mr. Wooton brought visual aids, various size trash bags, to demonstrate the 	difficultly of judging the size or capacity of the bags.  Mr. Wooton commented he would not want to be 	in the Selectboard chairs.  He went on to confirm proper waste disposal is important, he is concerned 	about seniors and residents on fixed incomes and feels there should be a buy-back plan for the Green 	Tickets.  Mr. Wooton also noted bigger cities operated on a bi-weekly food pickup schedule because it 	only took three (3) days for the gestation of flies.

	Jules O’Guin, resident.  Ms. O’Guin stated residents should receive the Sticker free and non-residents 	should have to pay for the Sticker.  In addition, she would like to see the Town charge less for trash.

	Michael Martin feels the Transfer Station/Recycling Center is a service the Town should be providing 	for the residents.  However, the Town has recently gone through a reassessment with taxes higher and 	values 	lower on many properties.  That leads to the question of “How does the Town make the services 	provided by the Transfer Station/Recycling Center economical for the taxpayers?”.  Mr. Andrews made 	a good 	point about the Punch 	Tickets.  He also commented that didn’t mean we should reconsider the 	elimination of the proposed changes at the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.

	Doug Johnston, resident.  Mr. Johnston inquired how long it would take the Town Administration and 	the Selectboard to decide what they were going to do.  He had invested in a year’s worth of Green 	Tickets and didn’t want to purchase a Sticker.  He was actually thinking about contracting with a private 	trash hauler.  Chair Morris stated that he could not provide an answer yet; it would take some time to 	work out the details.

	Richard Andrews, resident.  Mr. Andrews suggested an Administrative Delay.

	Michael Martin inquired to Chair Morris if the Selectboard could make a motion to delay the 	implementation?  Chair Morris stated he didn’t think that was a good idea without the Director of Public 	Works, Jeffery Strong, present and the topic was not on the agenda.   At that point, George McNaughton 	stated that if Mr. Martin was making a motion; he would second it.

	Town Manager Yennerell stated that he didn’t think delaying changes until September 1, 2019 would 	create a long-term solution, but would agree to do it.  The Town needed to go to a Sticker and Punch 	Card System.  He wanted to speak with the people that operate the Transfer Station/Recycling Center.

	Town Manager Yennerell also noted to Hallie Whitcomb, they needed to meet in order to discuss the 	funds acquired by the Recycling Advisory Committee.

	George McNaughton stated the Selectboard should solve the problem; the people did not elect the 	Director of Public Works or the Town Manager.

MOTION:	Michael Martin moved to delay the implantation of the Transfer Station/Recycling
		Proposed to start on July 1, 2019 until September 1, 2019.
		Seconded by:  George McNaughton.

	Walter Martone inquired if the Town needed to delay the implementation of the $25.00 Sticker.  The
	Sticker is necessary to cover the cost of the recycling.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Walter Martone, moved to continue with the original motion, except the
		Sticker System would be implemented as of July 1, 2019 as originally approved.
		Seconded by:  Peter MacGillivray.

	Peter MacGillivray inquired if there would be someone at the Transfer Station/Recycle Center selling 	Stickers. Town Manager Yennerell stated that could be arranged and would figure out the  	appropriate dates.  Chair Morris inquired if there would be a responsible person collecting the money.  	Town Manager Yennerell assured him that would not be a problem, due to the ability to have checks and 	balances for the sales receipts.

	Hallie Whitcomb, resident.  Ms. Whitcomb was still concerned that the public would not know about the 	proposed Transfer Station/Recycling System.  She stated that there needed to be signage at the 	Transfer Station/Recycling Center.

	Jules O’Guin, resident.  Ms. O’Guin shared she could not overemphasize the importance of the Second 	Hand Shop.

	Jules O’Guin, resident.  Ms. O’Guin thanked the Selectboard Members for their hard work; wanted the 	Selectboard Members to know they were valued and appreciated.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Jeff Graham, non-resident.  Mr. Graham was present to speak about the Paige Graham Ballfield 	Proposal.  He stated the Graham Family has been trying to work with the Town of Springfield over the 	last eight (8) years to implement a ballfield in the honor of their brother, Paige Graham, at the Riverside 	Middle School ballfields.  The Graham Family is disappointed the project could not be done; they feel 	enough time and energy has been spent trying to work with the Town Springfield.
