The Selectboard never had a First Hearing 	regarding the Noise Ordinance; when the ordinance was submitted to the Selectboard for review, the Selectboard 	was concerned the ordinance might have a negative impact on the town. 

	Chair Martone noted the Selectboard is again receiving the Noise Ordinance with changes for review.  He is looking 	for an acknowledgement of receipt and a date for the First Hearing.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, acknowledge the receipt of Noise Ordinance 2020-3 and moved to
		set the First Hearing for Monday, June 22, 2020.

	George McNaughton inquired if the June 22nd meeting would be hosted via ZOOM or if the Selectboard would 	actually be meeting together soon.  Mr. McNaughton wanted to make sure the public would be informed regarding 	Noise Ordinance 2020-3.  He thought the attendance was better when the Selectboard actually met together and 	SAPA-TV broadcasted the meetings.  Chair Martone commented he thought the attendance was better when the 	Selectboard used the ZOOM meeting.  Chair Martone noted it would still be awhile before the Selectboard would 	be allowed to all meet together.  The Town would need a larger space to meet and more technology in order to 	allow participation from the public.

	Recording Secretary, Donna Hall, questioned the date of June 22, 2020.  She wanted to make sure there were no 	time restrictions noticing the First Hearing of Ordinance 2020-3.  Chair Martone consulted the Town Charter and 	none were noted.
