B.	NEW BUSINESS:
	ITEM #1:  2020 Sewer and Water Budget. 
	Town Manager, Tom Yennerell, presented new rates for combined water and wastewater for a 3.72% increase.
	An example provided was; for a 16 oz. bottle it would cost .008 cents.

	George McNaughton expressed his concerns about having a special Selectboard meeting versus presenting the 	budget during a regular meeting when the public would have advance notice of the budget.

	There were questions and/or concerns why the wastewater budget was higher than the water budget.  There were 	more labor costs in the wastewater budget than the water budget.

MOTION:	Peter MacGillivray moved to approve the 2020 Sewer/Water budget at $4.94 per 100 cubic feet
		for water and $7.04 per 100 cubic feet for the wastewater budget.
		Seconded by:  Chair, Kristi Morris.
		Vote:  3 Yes, passed unanimously 

	Peter MacGillivray noted the increase was less than last year.

	Chair Morris also noted he was not pleased this was done at the last minute and not at a routine meeting.

	Peter MacGillivray suggested staff attend a future Selectboard meeting or be made available for questions from 	the public.

	Chair Morris noted consumption is once again lower this year.  A lot of extra capacity exists in both the water and 	wastewater systems.
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	ITEM #2:  Woolson Block Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Agreement Resolution Approval
	George McNaughton inquired if this was the $450,000. Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) to 	confirm he had no professional conflict of interest.  It was confirmed that it was the $450,000 CDBG, not the 	$200,000 loan.
