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	Town Manager Neratko pointed out that Public Works Director, Jeff Strong was attending the Selectboard meeting 	tonight via ZOOM if anyone had questions or concerns.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, moved to award the 2020/2021 Paving bid to Sunapee Paving LLC
		d/b/a Springfield Paving in the amount of $437,041.50.
		Seconded by:  Peter MacGillivray.
		
	George McNaughton asked for clarification purposes what budget year the funds were coming from.  PW Director 	Strong shared the funds were coming from the July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2021 year. 

	Peter MacGillivray noted the paving contract called for the work to be done in sixty (60) days taking into 	consideration rain outs.  Mr. MacGillivray questioned if the Public Works Department would be looking at adding 	any more paving in order to keep up with the Road Surface Management System (RSMS) Report.  There were not 	any plans to do so at this time.

	PW Director Strong noted that there was a great deal of prep work that would need to be done before the paving 	could even be started.

	Chair, Walter Martone, inquired about the agreement between the Town of Springfield and Sunapee Paving.
	On page 1 of the agreement under 3.03 A 1.   He noted an error; 4.02.A should be 3.02.A.

	Chair Martone wanted to know what section of Cutler Road was being paved.  P.W. Director Strong indicated it 	was the section without the bridge. 

	Kristi Morris inquired about the possibility of LaCross Road receiving some work; maybe the “Skid Box”.  He 	noted the crews would be in the area on Cutler and Kirk Meadow Roads.   PW Director Strong stated he was 	willing to look into it.

		VOTE:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

	ITEM #2:  Notification – Rebidding of 6 Wheel Dump Truck.
	Town Manager Neratko explained the request for bids pertaining to a new 6-Wheel Dump Truck was going out for 	rebid for two (2) reasons.

		1.  There was a problem with the bid specifications, and
		2.  the Town should be putting “Requests for Bids” on the Selectboard Agenda.

	PW Director Strong comments the Town Manager was exactly right.

	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, wanted to know what the budget amount was.  PW Director Strong indicated 	the cost was $180,000.00 for two (2) parts of the truck; the Body Chassis and the Dump Body.

	Peter MacGillivray asked for clarification of the size truck.  PW Director Strong explained this was a regular size 	6-Wheel Dump Truck, the larger trucks were 10-Wheeled.  

	Kristi Morris inquired about other items for the Dump Truck.  PW Director Strong commented that he only likes to 	purchase stainless-steel dump bodies because of the New England winters.  He also commented the plow package 	and sander are also purchased for the dump truck.

	No action is required from the Selectboard.
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	ITEM #3:  Town Hall and Town Library – Openings.
	Town Manager Neratko shared the Town Office will be having a “soft” opening on Monday, July 6, 2020.  We 	thought the hours would be 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM.  After a little bit of consideration, we have decided the Town 	Office will be open to the public between 8:30 AM to 1:00 PM, Mondays through Thursdays.  There will be a 	limited amount 	of people allowed in the building at one time.  People requesting Land Records will be required to 	set up an appointment with the Town Clerk’s Office.  The Staff and all people entering the Town Office will be 	requested to wear face coverings.  Everyone will have to have their temperatures taken and answer a series 	of COVID-19 health related-questions.

	The Library will be operating in a similar fashion.  However, the Library Board of Trustees and the Library 	Staff would like permission from the Selectboard to make face coverings mandatory when entering the Library.  	Library Director, Sue Dowdell, stated entrance to the Library will be done by appointment only, while booking 	the appointment, Library Staff will have a prepared statement referencing the mandatory face coverings. If the 	person requesting an appointment for entrance to the Library is upset or refuses the mandatory request to wear face 	coverings an appointment will not be made and an offer of curb-side pick-up will be extended to the caller.  Director 	Dowdell noted the Library has the capacity for four (4) family groups and a couple of users on the computers.  There 	will not be any hanging out or sitting around; each appointment will be for an allotted amount of time.

MOTION:	Peter MacGillivray moved to support mandatory masks at the Town Library.
		Seconded by:  Vice-Chair, Michael Martin.

	George McNaughton voiced his concern for the Library Director and her Staff should they have to deal with a non-	compliant library patron regarding the mandatory face coverings request.  He noted some 	people are “not very 	nice”.  Chair Martone noted he had reached out to the Vermont League of Cities and Towns (VLCT) for their 	guidance and options regarding mandatory face coverings.  VLCT suggested the 	Town could adopt a rule, order 	or regulation and also provide an educational component to the mandatory face coverings request or adopt an 	ordinance.  Adopted ordinances do carry fines for violations.  Chair Martone also noted preparing and noticing 	ordinances is quite a lengthy process. He also suggested that Library Director Dowdell contact the Police 	Department referencing her mandatory face coverings so they would have a heads-up should she need to call 	them.  Finance Director, Cathy Sohngen, wondered if this was “good use” of the Police Departments time.  Kristi 	Morris was concerned with making face coverings mandatory.  He did not want to see Library Staff come face to 	face with confrontation.  He also noted he respected Library Director Dowdell saying she can handle the situation.  	George McNaughton commented that he did not 	have a problem with the request for mandatory face coverings; but 	some people are “not being nice”.

	ITEM #4:  Pam Campbell – Citizen’s Concern
	Warren & Pam Campbell are citizens from North Springfield.  They were recently in the Springfield 	Shopping Plaza and witnessed Evan Willey skateboard very fast and close to a young woman while she 	attempting to get into her vehicle.  Mr. Willey was harassing her and he did not want her to drive away.  	Mr. 	Campbell according to his wife, is a good size man and was not about to sit and watch Mr. Willey harass 	this 	young woman.  Mrs. Campbell noted by the time Mr. Campbell approached the situation the young woman 	had managed to get in her car, however, Mr. Willey was hitting her car with his skateboard and holding onto her 	vehicle door.  Mr. Campbell was telling her to drive away, which she eventually did do.

	Mrs. Campbell has learned that Mr. Willey was responsible for scaring the Girl Scouts out of the 	Springfield 	Shopping Plaza and he has been seen flashing a knife.  Ms. Campbell also noted Mr. Willey has attacked a female 	at the Parent Child Center in North Springfield.  There has also been mention of Mr. Willey’s behaviors on social 	media.
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	Town Manager Neratko thanked Mrs. Campbell for her concern.  He also encouraged her and any person 	that Mr. 	Willey has harassed or harmed to contact the Springfield Police Department.  If Mr. Willey has harmed someone, 	that person should file a police report.
