	ITEM #1:  New Liquor Licenses for Approval – Enchanted Experience.
	Town Clerk, Barbara Courchesne, presented the Selectboard with three (3) new liquor licenses to sign; First-Class, 	Second-Class and Third-Class licenses from The Enchanted Experience LLC d/b/a Hartness House Inn.  She was 	also seeking approval for herself to sign an Outside Consumption Permit.

MOTION:	George McNaughton moved approval for three (3) new liquor licenses by signing First-Class,
		Second-Class and Third-Class licenses and by authorizing the Town 	Clerk to sign an
		Outside Consumption Permit, all for The Enchanted Experience LLC d/b/a/ Hartness House Inn. 
		Seconded by:  Vice-Chair, Michael Martin.

	Peter MacGillivray noted he was excited to hear about the opening of the Hartness House Inn.  He inquired when
	the Hartness House Inn would be opening.
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	Tom Dault, new owner of the Hartness House Inn, was participating by ZOOM.  Mr. Dault shared the Hartness 	House Inn would be open on July 29th from 11:00 AM through 8:00 PM.  There will be tours, water and free food 	throughout the day.  The Hartness House Inn has an inside capacity of 75 people with an outside capacity of 125 	people.  Social distancing and the wearing of face coverings will be practiced.

		Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

	Local Liquor Control Closed at:  7:19 PM

	ITEM #2:  2nd Review & Reading of Ordinance 2020-3.
	Chair Martone read out loud the whole proposed Ordinance 2020-3 Nuisances Affecting Peace and Safety.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, moved to adopt Ordinance 2020-3, Chapter 12. Health,
		Sanitation, Nuisances.
		Seconded by:  Peter MacGillivray

	Chair Martone noted he had checked with the Town Attorney ahead of time and his requested amendment does not 	trigger the Selectboard to go back to a second hearing. His amendment was under (d) exemptions:

	(3) Accepted agricultural practices as defined by the Secretary of Agriculture and 12 V.S.A. Chapter 195.

	Kristi Morris stated he could not support this ordinance that is presently amended and written for the following 	reasons.
	1.	Setting ourselves up to pit neighbor against neighbor.
	2.	Setting ourselves up to pit neighbor against businesses (i.e. Hartness Airport, Springfield Regional
			Development Corporation, their warehouse, Springfield Shopping Plaza and more.)  There
			is a judicial process.
	3.	There is to much speculation in the ordinance for enforcement.  The process needs to be clearly defined.
	4.	Complaints versus Exemptions – Jets & Planes (normal takeoff and landing), the Air Show at the Airport,
			Large Trucks w/jake breaks.  What are normal operating hours.
	5.	Helicopter in and out of the hospital flying over residential neighborhoods at all hours.
	6.	The Selectboard has already heard about motorbikes on private land.
	7.	Refrigeration Units and Compressors in Industrial Parks.

	Mr. Morris stated when the ordinance was presented to the Selectboard las time, the ordinance needed guidelines.  	The guidelines didn’t necessarily need to be in the ordinance, but maybe a supplement.  He is concerned that 	dispatchers will receive a complaint and have make the call what is reasonable noise.  This will place pressure 	between the Dispatcher and Public.  As far as the agricultural exemptions, perhaps more in-depth thought and 	definitions are needed.

	Vice-Chair Martin commented that he was confused by Mr. Morris’ comments.  Does Mr. Morris not want an 	ordinance? Or does he feel the ordinance is not complete and would like more restrictions?

	Kristi Morris stated he had nothing against the noise ordinance.  However, he thought it was too vague in 	interpretation and relied on speculation, nothing against the authors.  He felt the authors took a very good stab at it.  	He noted that we heard complaints against animals, jets, music, there is too much interpretation.

	Shawna what was normal and what was not normal.  The ordinance needed to be clearer.  Is it only two (2) hours a 	day someone can play music, be outside with family members or have a kid’s birthday party?

	George McNaughton commented trying to define what is normal as life goes on, he finds things may be more 	abnormal than he ever thought normal.  He also had similar problems with what is normal.  However, he thought 	the authors did a considerable good job of drafting the ordinance.

	George McNaughton thought some tweaks and the use of footnotes would make the ordinance clearer to 	understand; making it easier for interpretation and the Police Officer would see over exemptions could apply.
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 	George McNaughton stated he did submit some tweaking language to the Town Manager and the Town Attorney.  	He thought it would be nice to the process moving along and not have to back through the whole process.

	Town Attorney, Steve Ankuda, noted it would be a clarification to reference in the exemptions as Mr. Martone 	suggested with the Right to Farm Act, 12 V.S.A. Chapter 195.  He suggested the Town include the Right to Conduct 	Forestry Operations, 12 V.S.A. Chapter 196, it mirrors the farm language.  Town Attorney Ankuda noted he didn’t 	feel referencing the exemptions discussed this evening would require the Selectboard to do over the 2nd Review & 	2nd Reading of the proposed ordinance.  He was not sure about using footnotes, but would be more interest in 	referencing what really exists in state law.  Town Attorney also commented the Right to Farm Act and Right to 	Conduct Farm Operations were rebuttable presumptions.  You can’t sue if the farm or forest operation was in place 	first.  You could sue if a place like the Hartness House Inn came into an established neighborhood, however, the 	noise that would emanate can be regulated with permits.  The rooster in the neighborhood would not be protected, 	unless he has been there 100 years.

	George McNaughton commented that was all well and good.  He also said he was not a big fan of referencing State 	Statutes, but that was not the question that he was raising.  Some people are reading the ordinance and missing the 	language in Section (b), which He understood to be a bunch of exemptions.  They are also not reading Section (6) 	or (d) and understanding that Construction stands alone and can occur in any district.  He commented his question 	was would it kick the ordinance back to the 2nd Reading & 2nd Review if somewhere in the exemptions we make a 	reference to paragraph (2) and Section (6)?

	Vice-Chair Martin inquired if Mr. McNaughton was trying to reiterate the statements of paragraph (b)?

	George McNaughton confirmed yes, because paragraph (b) has all kinds of exemptions and Section (6) is a stand 	alone that can happen in any district.  He still likes the idea of footnotes for internal clarification.

	Chair Martone stated that it seemed to him the Selectboard needs to come up with new language and should they 	try to do so tonight?

	George McNaughton inquired if the Selectboard could continue this meeting later without starting over.

	Town Attorney Ankuda stated if the Selectboard changes things that are material then the Selectboard would need 	to host a second 2nd Review & 2nd Reading.  If the ordinance was sent back to the Ordinance Committee, a first 	Review & Reading would be required.

	George McNaughton wanted to know if a clarification was material.  Town Attorney Ankuda noted clarifications 	made to exemptions sends the ordinance back to the second 2nd Review & 2nd Reading.

MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, moved to table Item #2 -  2nd Review & Reading of Ordinance 2020-3
		until the next Selectboard Meeting on August 24, 2020.

	Chair Martone stated he remembers having a conversation about tabling Items during Selectboard Meetings.  He 	inquired if anyone else remembered.

	Town Attorney Ankuda noted the wording was …. Continue this meeting to address it at a subsequent Selectboard 	meeting when people can be prepared to try getting the Selectboard to pass specific language.

	Vice-Chair Martin withdrew his motion.

MOTION:	George McNaughton moved to continue discussion of Item #2 – 2nd Review & Reading of
		Ordinance 2020-3 to the next regular Selectboard Meeting for the purpose of allowing
		time to draft some non-material clarification language for Ordinance 2020-3.
		Seconded by:  Vice-Chair, Michael Martin.
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	P&Z Administrator Vondle wanted further guidance in regard to farm animals in residential neighborhoods.
	She inquired what to do when people told her their animals were grandfathered in.

	Chair Martone stated P&Z Administrator Vondle’s question could be addressed at the next meeting.

	Peter MacGillivray wanted to speak about outside family gatherings and children’s birthday parties.  He noted a 	reasonable person is going to say a family party or a child’s birthday party is a reasonable attempt to enjoy life.  An 	unreasonable person is going to be offended.  He also referenced the ordinance, (f) severability.  If the Selectboard 	does something that is not perfect, we can go back and change it without changing the intent of the ordinance.

	Town Attorney Ankuda made the comment there is the Constitutional Right to Speech and he suspects a nine- 	month old can exercise that right whenever and whenever they want.  There is also the Constitutional Right to 	Assemble; these rights are no less stronger then the Right to Bear Arms or the Right to Freedom or to do other 	things.  Free Speech and Assembly override anything that the Springfield Selectboard might think they can pass.

	Kristi Morris commented that by continuing the topic and having a clearer understanding of the exemptions could 	go a long way for him.  He noted exemptions should be exemptions.  We have them in a couple of different places; 	if we could break them out and have them all under exemptions that would be much clearer for everyone to 	interpret. The reader should not have to bounce all over the ordinance while reading.

		Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

	ITEM #3:  Errors and Omissions – 42-44 Union Street
	Town Assessor, Nichole Knight, presented an Errors and Omissions request for Parcel #026/4/18 42-44 Union
	Street.  The Errors and Omissions request is to remove the sum of $251.48 from delinquent taxes.  The Town owned 	this property during 2018-2019 from a Tax Sale.  This was Town owned property and therefore, no taxes would be 	due on the property from 2018-2019 tax year.  On December 20, 2019, an abutting property owner, Jon Pugh, 	purchased the empty lot for $8,000.  This parcel is now combined with Mr. Pugh’s residence of 46 Union Street.  	The Assessment Department is asking for Selectboard approval to remove the $251.48 from the Grand List. 

MOTION:	Kristi Morris moved to remove the sum of $251.48 from the delinquent tax list.  This amount,
		$251.48, covered the 2018 delinquent taxes for the 42-44 Union Street property.
		Seconded by:  Peter MacGillivray.

Town Clerk Courchesne 	also requested the Selectboard Members to sign the proposed Town Charter.

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MOTION:	Vice-Chair, Michael Martin, moved approval wording on the November General Election ballot
		of option 1.

	Peter MacGillivray inquired of Town Clerk Courchesne that the approved and signed Town Charter revision
	will be posted in all five (5) required places with the Town.  Town Clerk Courchesne confirmed that was so and on 	the Town’s Web-site and posted in every voting booth at the polls on the day of the election.

	Ballot Language – Option #1:

	Shall the Town vote to propose to the General Assembly of the State of Vermont an Amendment to the Town Charter 	as set forth in 24 V.S.A. Mr. Traineanu owns two (2) buildings in 	between the Pocket Park and the COMTU Cascade Park.  Town Attorney Ankuda is requested approval from the 	Selectboard for the Selectboard Chair to sign the two (2) easements. 

MOTION:	Peter MacGillivray authorized the Selectboard Chair to sign the two (2) easements with
		with MALT Enterprises.
		Seconded by:  Vice-Chair, Michael Martin.
		Vote:  5 Yes, passed unanimously.

	Chair Martone took this opportunity to inform the Selectboard Members and the public that under EXECUTIVE
	SESSION:  Item 1.  Negotiating or securing real estate purchase or lease options (1V.S.A. Section 313(a)(2) would 	not need to happen because that is what the Selectboard just finished.

	ITEM #8:  Family First Coronavirus Response Act (FFCRA) 
	Town Manager Neratko   provided a verbal update regarding the Family First Coronavirus Response Act (FFCRA).
	The Town of Springfield Selectboard adopted the FFCRA on April 27, 2020 providing Town employees with 80 	hours of paid COVID-19 time off should they or a family member test positive for COVID-19.

	On June 22, 2020. The Town of Springfield Selectboard adopted an amendment to the FFCRA providing stricter 	guidelines for the use of the paid COVID-19 time off regarding employee’s PTO or Vacation.

	Shortly after June 22, 2020, Chair Martone made the remainder of the Selectboard Members and Town 	Administration aware that the adopted amendment of June 22, 2020 to the FFCRA might not be possible to enforce.   	The Vermont League of Cities and Towns (VLCT) were contacted for their input regarding employees taking their 	time off out of state or in know hot spots within the state.  VLCT has recommend the Town deny employee’s time 	off.  As requested by the Selectboard, Town Manager Neratko, contacted the State’s Attorney and the Governor’s 	Office.  They have referred him to the Department of Labor.  Town Manager Neratko is still waiting for an answer 	to his inquiry.  Donna Hall has reached out to a VLCT Employee Attorney requesting input; she is still waiting.
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	Town Manager Neratko shared some employees are still taking their vacations out of state.   The Selectboard 	informed him the amendment to the Family First Coronavirus Response Act (FFCRA) dated June 22, 2020 would 	still be in effect.  Chair Martone noted that he would like to require employees to sign an affidavit stating where 	they were going on their vacations.  If they planned to travel out of state or a known hot spot within the state, the 	Town could deny their PTO or Vacation time request.

	ITEM #9:  Opening of the Springfield Senior Center.
	Town Manager Neratko shared that he and Senior Center Director, Lori Johnson, have spoken regarding the opening 	up of the Springfield Senior Center.  The plan, Phase I, is to open the Senior Center on August 3rd for two – three 	(2 – 3) 	days a week between 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  Members of the Springfield Senior Center will be required to 	sign a waiver of liability.  Staff and members will be required to wear a face mask.  Everyone will be requested to 	practice social distancing, have their temperatures taken and answer a short series of COVID-19 health questions 	daily.  Extra cleaning supplies will be purchased.

	Phase II will happen in about two (2) months.  This will include the installation of plexiglass in front of the reception 	desk and some programs such as yoga, bingo, strength training, book club and knitting group.

	Phase III will happen in September.  This will include the startup of the ceramic classes and the remainder of 	the programs.

	Senior Center Director Johnson noted she has spoken with the members and they are eager to get back in the Senior 	Center.

	George McNaughton noted he has been hearing some blowback because the Town Library and the Senior Center 	are requiring face masks be worn, but the is not happening at the Town Office.  He is concerned that the Selectboard 	will have a lawsuit from the Town Hall.  Town Neratko commented that the employees from the Town Library 	requested face masks be worn and the employees from the Town Office did not.

	Schoolboard Liaison, Steve Karaffa, shared the School District will be requiring face masks in all of their buildings.

MOTION:	Peter MacGillivray moved to make wearing face masks mandatory at the Springfield
		Senior Center.
		Seconded by:  George McNaughton.

	Kristi Morris questioned if the Selectboard should be approving the opening of the Springfield Senior Center 	without proper notification to the public.

	Richard Andrews, resident.  Mr. Andrews inquired because the state was in an emergency situation if perhaps the 	Selectboard could make the approval?

	Peter MacGillivray agreed regarding the state of emergency and thought the Selectboard should require the usage 	of face masks now, the motion could be adjusted at a later date.

	Kristi Morris stated he understands the need for face masks, but the Town must have known about the reopening
	Schedule of the Senior Center.  It is all about due process.

	Town Attorney Ankuda asked the Selectboard Members why is the Town Manager not dealing with this?  Why
	doesn’t the Selectboard back off and let the Town Manager deal with this.

	George McNaughton stated that he respectfully disagrees with his colleague.  Also noted was the fact, that the 	Selectboard has final say on Town Policies.

	Town Manager Neratko shared the following items:

	The Town Hall has been reopened.  We are open from 8:30 AM to 1:00 PM, Mondays through Thursdays, as well 	as by appointment.  Please wear masks and stay socially distances.  The Library is now also open.

	Road work has begun.  The Public Works Department has begun working on culverts and the actual paving should 	begin shortly.  Since the bids for paving came in lower than expected, we are looking to possibly complete a few 	more roads.

	The Town will be seeking an RFP for the engineering for the Riverside parking lot.

	The retaining wall on River Street near Eaton Avenue was damaged and will need to be repaired.  The Town will 	need the assistance of an engineer to determine if the retaining wall is structurally safe for the short term and provide 	us with some ideas on how to repair the retaining wall.

	We are still working on the finalizing the Eureka Road reconstruction project, so that we can move forward.

	Comtu Park is coming along.  Paving is almost complete.  We did have to make some alterations to the original 	plan, you will see some blacktop paving on the north side of the buildings and park.  This was placed instead of 	cement as it is a temporary measure until decisions can be made regarding the next phase of the project.

	There will be a delay in Tax Bills.  Residents are used to receiving them about now.  But due to issues beyond our 	control, they will be mailed out late.  As of yet, the Town has not received the education rate and we cannot compile 	the tax bills without this information.  Payments will be required within 30 days of when the bills are mailed to 	residents.
