










September 8, 2020
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Westview Office at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Jeff Perkins, and Mr. Walter Jabs Jr. Staff: Laura Ryan  Guest: Jessica Martin and John MacDonald
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the July 14, 2020 regular meeting were approved.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed when it is ready.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – Lagging behind in date and time of completion.  New date for completion tentatively scheduled for 11/27/2020. Issues with supplies and manpower due to COVID19 continue to cause issues for the project.  Laura has been attending meetings regularly on Thursday with contractor.  Extended date of completion may cause issues for the partnership regarding tax credits and we may find that penalties may be charged, however there may be some relief to the partnership in the form of COVID19 support.  A banner has been approved to be hung on the outside of the building to promote rental occupancy.
(2) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board decided to contribute $100 to the Springfield Hospital Foundation.
(2) Policy Changes for the HCV Program – Laura reviewed the changes with the Board. A motion was made by Jeff Perkins to accept these changes to the HCV program. Walter Jabs seconded this motion and it passed by a unanimous voice vote.

(3) Net Metering Agreement – Bill reviewed the solar net metering proposal from Norwich Technologies. This could save the SHA up to 14% on it’s electric bill at the Huber Building. A motion was made by Walter Jabs to accept this agreement and have Bill sign for the SHA. Jeff Perkins seconded this motion and it passed by a unanimous voice vote.

(4) Scholarship Application – The Board approved awarding Kody Politza a $1,000 scholarship for his continued attendance at UVM.
(5) Approval of the SHA’s RAD, Mt. View, Westview, and Maples Budgets – The board asked Bill to email all the budgets to them. They will approve or ask for changes by return email.

(6) Other Business – (a) No other new business was discussed.
