	Chair, Walter Martone, a correction to the Public Hearing – 1st Review & Reading of the proposed amendments to 	the Town Charter Minutes.  On Page 2, last paragraph, third sentence.

	This dated did not match the State of Vermont’s requirements that Municipalities have their Grand List set by 	January 1st each year.  The “d” was deleted.

	There were not any additions to the agenda.	

D.	NEW BUSINESS:
	ITEM #1:  Act on any amendments for the proposed Town Charter.  

	Chair Martone asked Mr. Johnston of he would like to share his suggested procedure for when there is a vacancy 	on the Selectboard.  Mr. Johnston read his prepared statement.

	“I would like the Selectboard to consider addressing an issue that was brought up by Chair Martone on August 24th 	during the Selectboard meeting.  This would be an opportune time to make adjustments to the Town Charter.
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	It was brought up that there is very vague guidance when selecting a Selectboard Member when there is a vacancy 	between elections.  There should be a detailed procedure that needs to be followed.

	Having a detailed procedure in place would diminish the appearance of favoritism, friendship, bias and 	discrimination when selecting a candidate to fill the vacancy.  This would give the process transparency and
	integrity, morally and ethical, which did not happen.

	1.  Advertisement of the vacancy to the public.
	2.  Candidates from the last election that were not elected.
	3.  Letters of interest from the public on who would be interested in filling the position.

	These are some, but not limited to, the things that should be considered when developing a detail selection process 	to fill a Selectboard vacancy.”

	George McNaughton noted as he recalled from the Town Charter Committee meetings some of the things that  	took the longest to workout were this type of thing.  I am not saying it shouldn’t be done, but it would have to be 	next time the Town Charter was submitted to the State.  These things are not easy to do.  It took a long time to 	hammer out.  He commented that he would be a little worried to try to hammer out a procedure like a vacancy on 	the Selectboard before we adjourned tonight.  If this procedure is done, it should be carefully and all potential 	ramifications thought through.  I am not sure if more guidance is needed, but it should be done very carefully after 	a fair amount of discussion and/or debate.  I don’t think we can do it properly and meet our deadlines.  I think it 	could be something subject to a committee for a minor tweak if this proposed amendments to the Town Charter 	passes.

	Chair Martone noted three (3) years ago, the proposed amendments by the Town Charter Review Committee took 	nine (9) months.  The proposed amendments to the Town Charter were approved by the Voters, however, not enough 	voter participation occurred causing the voting to be invalid.  The Town Charter Review Committee had to 	reconvene and spent another seven (7) months going through the Town Charter again.  A great deal of thought and 	debate has gone into every single item.  Chair Martone asked if there was a Selectboard Member willing to make 	a motion as it related to this topic?  There was not a motion made.

	Citizen, Richard Andrews commented having been on the Town Charter Review Committee, he recalled several 	situations like this.  For example; How to define a Conflict of Interest for a Public Official?  In that case, we 	concluded the Selectboard would establish a policy addressing potential cases of conflicting interest.  The 	Selectboard at any time could/can establish a policy that would cover the recruitment of Selectboard Members to 	fill vacancies on the Selectboard.

	Chair Martone noted he did not hear or see a motion being made.

	Kristi Morris stated that he was not going forward with a motion, but in respect to Mr. Johnston’s request; 	advertising, an advanced agenda item warning, applications and past election results would just net you time and 	none of it would preclude when it was time to make a decision.  Mr. Morris commented he understood were Mr. 	Johnston was coming from in the transparency part.  He noted last month, there were some comments made and it 	looked a little cloudy.  If you consider all four (4) of these requests, the results could have been the same.  This is 	an appointment by the Selectboard.  There could be times if the Selectboard lost a member suddenly, that we could 	not go on for a lengthy time trying to find a replacement.  The Selectboard could not leave business unfinished.

	Chair Martone noted that we needed to move along.  He asked for any additional comments and if the Selectboard 	Members were considering any of the other suggested changes to the amendments of the Town Charter.  What 	about the wording of Article 3 III C. 4.a. on page 33?

	Town Clerk, Barbara Courchesne, noted the Selectboard had already authorized the language for the Charter article 	to go on the back of the State ballot, which saves the Town money and keeps things nice and easy for the voters.  	The backside of the ballot has all of our Justices of the Peace listed and will have all of the Charter language.  Now 	the Selectboard has to call for a Special Meeting and move the same article to the warrant.  At the September 28, 	2020 Selectboard meeting, she will have the warrant available for signature.

	Vice-Chair Martin commented that he was sorry to have missed the Pilot ZOOM meetings held the BRIC Building 	and inquired how they went.  George McNaughton noted he attended via ZOOM the Planning Commission and 	thought the meeting went well.  Town Manager, Steve Neratko, noted holding meetings at the BRIC Building is 	“Still Work in Progress”.  A Planning Commission meeting and a Development Review Board meeting was held 	at the BRIC Building over the past two weeks with mixed reviews.  He also stated by November 2nd the kinks should 	be worked out.

	Citizen, Douglas Johnston, inquired if the Town was getting charged for using the auditorium at the former Park 	Street School.  Town Manager Neratko confirmed these meetings were held at “No Charge” to the Town.

	Chair Martone did remind everyone that Town has an agreement with the BRIC Building for the gym.

	ITEM #3:  Request to use the balance of the 2018 Revolving Loan Funds – Springfield on the Move.
	Executive Director, Jessica Martin, is requesting to have the remaining balance from Springfield On The Move’s 	Revolving Loan Fund money of $1,462.79 to be granted to Springfield On The Move (SOM).  SOM has been 	working for the past year to try and entice businesses to come into our Designated Downtown area; especially the 	commercial spaces in the under-renovation Woolson Block Building.  The WB Main, LLC was created as a branch 	of SOM to protect its 501C3 status and is the master lease holder of the 4 (four) commercial spaces in this building.  	Due to the extenuating circumstances of the COVID-19 global pandemic SOM has stopped all projects that weren’t 	completely funded by outside monies.  Ms. Martin noted it has been extremely challenging to market and recruit 	potential businesses during this time especially without being able to rely on the SOM annual fundraiser and 	membership drive funds.  It has become apparent that SOM needs financial help to potentially entice any future 	businesses to the downtown area including, but not limited to, the commercial spaces in the Woolson Block 	Building.  SOM would like to use the remaining $1,462.78 from the November 2019 Revolving Loan Fund monies 	to market and promote the Designated Downtown and its available commercial spaces.  Please note the breakdown 	of how the loan funds have been used/allocated.

			$27,500.00 (Initial loan amount)
	 		-  7,660.65 (Tax Sale for Odd Fellows Building in November 2019)
			-  1,376.57 (Artisan Engineering, Consult for Odd Fellows Building Fall/Winter 2019)

			$ 1,462.78 is the total remaining available funds once LandWorks, LLC is paid.  We have not yet 				paid out any of the $17,000 to them as they have yet to give us any deliverables.

	Ms. Martin also noted in November 2019, SOM was told to keep remaining funds in our account until November 	2020 when the tax sale is finalized OR a private sale occurs before we take possession of the property in November 	2020, whichever happened first.  There will be no need to transfer any funds from the Town to SOM.
		
	Chair Martone asked if someone would like to make a motion.

MOTION:	Kristi Morris moved to grant Springfield On The Move the balance of $1,462.78 from the
		original $27,500.00 Revolving Loan Fund.
		Seconded by:  John Bond.

	Vice-Chair Martin commented that he had a few accounting questions.  He inquired how much of the $27,500.00 	had actually been spent to date.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin replied $14,279.72 had been spent.  Vice-Chair Martin 	inquired when the property might be redeemed.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin noted the previous property owner had 	until November 14, 2020 by 4:30 PM.  Vice-Chair Martin stated that SOM would not know if they were actually 	taking ownership of the Odd Fellows Building until November 14th.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin confirmed that to be 	so.  Chair Martone noted the building could be redeemed by the previous owner earlier than November 14th.

	George McNaughton stated that he thinks people are misunderstanding the question.  If the property gets redeemed, 	the amount of $7,660.65 would be returned to SOM.  Town Manager Neratko confirmed Mr. McNaughton’s 	statement.  Chair Martone stated the amount of funds are returned with interest to SOM.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin 	noted that SOM would pay the funds back to the Town, against the $27,500.00 from the Revolving Loan Fund.	
	
	Vice-Chair Martin commented if the previous property owner does not redeem the property, SOM becomes the new 	property owner.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin confirmed that to be so and SOM just doesn’t have the financial means 	to keep the property.  If SOM could find someone to purchase the building, that would be fantastic.
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	Vice-Chair Martin questioned the amount of $1462.78 that SOM is requesting doesn’t even cover the transfer fees, 	recording fees or the insurance if SOM becomes the new property owner of the Odd Fellows Building in November 	2020?  SOM ED, Jessica Martin, said that was correct.  Vice-Chair Martin asked how SOM proposed to spend the 	$1,462.78?  SOM ED, Jessica Martin, shared it would be a collaboration of marketing with the Regional Springfield 	Chamber of Commerce and the Springfield Regional Development Corporation.  She also shared online and offline 	targeted marketing for the downtown area.  She also noted the $1,462.78 was not a lot of money and could only do 	so much.  However, it is better than no money.

	Vice-Chair Martin inquired if it was SOM’s intent that the $1,462.78 was going to become a forgiveness grant.  	SOM ED, Jessica Martin, confirmed that to be so.  Vice-Chair Martin inquired if that was what Mr. Morris’s motion 	was for?  Kristi Morris said he believed the $27,500.00 was the initial amount of the Revolving Loan.  He did not 	have an understanding of payback.  His motion was for a grant.

	Town Manager Neratko noted, if the motion passes, an up-to-date agreement with the correct language will have to 	be done.  SOM ED, Jessica Martin noted the changes had been presented at Selectboard Meetings.  The wording 	for the wayfinding sign project was also stated as ……up to $17,000.00 to Landworks, LLC.

	Vice-Chair Martin commented technically the Selectboard is making a motion to forgive the $1,462.78 portion of 	the Revolving Loan.  He inquired of SOM ED, Jessica Martin, if she had been drawing down the loan as she needed 	it.  Ms. Martin stated that she had been given the whole $27,500.00 at the start.  She also noted, if not all of the 	$17,000.00 was not spent on the wayfinding sign project, the balance would be returned to the Town.  

	Chair Martone inquired if the makers of the previous motion would like to make changes?

	Kristi Morris noted there seems to be some confusion.  The original Revolving Loan amount was $27,500.00, of 	which $7,660.65 was spent at the Tax Sale to purchase the Odd Fellows Building.  If the previous owner redeems 	the building, the $7,660.65 will be returned to the Town to be paid against the Revolving Loan.  The amount 	of $1,376.57 was paid to Artisan Engineering and up to $17,000.00 could be paid to LandWorks, LLC. of which 	has been granted to Springfield On the Motion.  Is that true; it is not going to be paid back.  SOM ED, Jessica 	Martin confirmed that was the case.  Mr. Morris noted that if that was the case with the $17,000.00 and the 	$1,376.57, the balance of the $1,462.78 would be granted also.

	John Bond noted Item #3 seems to have a lot of moving parts at this point.  He noted he was slightly confused.  He 	understood what both Vice-Chair Martin and Morris’s thoughts on the subject and suggested the Selectboard table 	the topic until the next Selectboard Meeting.

	Chair Martone noted in his opinion the topic was time-sensitive and because of how important it was to market the 	Woolson Block retail spaces and downtown.

	Town Manager Neratko noted how important it was going to be to gather the appropriate documentation covering 	the $27,500.00 borrowed from the Revolving Loan Funds.  He would like to have an agreement identifying the 	funds as grant or loan money.

	Chair Martone commented that he was not sure if the Selectboard wanted to do this yet because the wayfinding 	project is not finished yet.  

	George McNaughton commented that SOM was authorized to spend Revolving Loan Fund monies are particular 	items or projects.  If the monies were going to be spent on something else, SOM would need authorization to do so.  	In his opinion two (2) motions were need:  1.  a motion to spend the balance of $1,462.78 on advertising and 2. a 	motion for grant forgiveness and convert the portion of the loan to a grant.

	Chair Martone asked Mr. Bond and Mr. Morris if they would like to withdrawal their motion.

	Kristi Morris stated no; his motion was for a grant.  He also noted that is has become painfully clear the Town lent 	SOM the funds from the Revolving Loan Fund in order to have an engineering study for marketing and selling the
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 	Odd Fellows Building and the wayfinding project.  This was the intent of the Town to grant SOM the funds in the 	long run.  If there is an agreement and it is unclear, it should be straightened out.  I have no problem granting the 	$1,462.78 to SOM.

	Vice-Chair Martin asked for the motion to be read again.

	Chair Martone read the motion.

	On behalf of Springfield On The Move, Executive Director, Jessica Martin, is requesting the Selectboard and the 	Town of Springfield consider naming the theater courtyard after Springfield’s long-time resident, business owner,

	SOM Board of Directors member and SOM Design Committee Co-Chair, Alan Woodbury.  Mr. Woodbury died 	suddenly in July 2020.  The SOM Design Committee met and decided that it would be a perfect it the courtyard in 	front of the Ellis, McKinley and Lincoln Block Buildings, currently referred to as the Theater Courtyard, be named 	after Mr. Woodbury.  This particular area, the Theater Courtyard, is where Mr. Woodbury worked extremely hard 	to beautify for many years and it currently does not have a formal name.

	George McNaughton recused himself from the vote due to the fact he has represented the Woodburys on Act 250 	and his business is located near the Theater Courtyard.

	Chair Martone read the “NEW” 1st Review & Reading of Noise Ordinance, Nuisances Affecting Peace and Safety.  	He commented the Ordinance Committee submitted an extensive re-write of the proposed ordinance.  Chair 	Martone asked for concerns, questions and comments from Selectboard Members.

	George McNaughton questioned the exemptions of 14, 16 & 18 would be covered by 15.  Chair Martone noted it 	definitely would not 18 because it referred specifically to the Designated Downtown.  George McNaughton inquired 	aren’t they all covered by 15?  Chair Martone commented the Committee was attempting to cover every comment 	sent into them.  George McNaughton questions “animals” under Persisting Noise.  He wanted to know if these were 	exemptions to farm animals.  Chair Martone stated no, farm animals are exempt from which the farm qualifies; 	such as a backyard rooster is not exempt; they are not on a qualifying farm.
	
	Kristi Morris noted he was one of the biggest opponents of the noise ordinance, but he wanted to give “kudos” to 	crafting the language.  Mr. Morris questioned the use of modified or after market exhausts.  I has read the ordinance 	and I am thinking they would be covered.  Chair Martone commented in his opinion the answer was no.  Vice-Chair 	Martin stated that was not intent to exclude modified exhausts.
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	Kristi Morris questioned Persistent Noise Lasting Longer than Two (2) Hours.  What about the property owner that 	has enough land and has a gun range; he wants to target practice?  I am understanding that he can, target practicing 	isn’t hurting anyone, just a little noise.  Attorney Ankuda noted that was correct.  However, depending on the 	situation – If you lived in town there are a number of qualifications in the ordinance when it is an unreasonable 	noise.  We do talk about hearing something on the boundary line of your property.  The Ordinance Committee did 	not go into the use of firearms in this ordinance because there is an ordinance for firearms and we didn’t want to 	contradict the firearm ordinance.
 
	Under Page 2, Defects in Vehicles:  Town Attorney Ankuda and Kristi Morris discussed a broken muffler or not 	having one would qualify as an unreasonable noise.

	Kristi Morris commented about Exemptions 14 – 16.  Businesses like the Doggie Daycare in North Springfield a 	few years about dealt with a number of noise complaints and handled they quite well.  Those types of complaints 	would not be allowed now due to the fact there is zoning in place that allows for that type of business.

	Kristi Morris noted he liked the ordinance covering fireworks.  Last July there were a number of permits issued for 	fireworks.  He noted he found that enjoyable that people were showing their support for our country.

Chair Martone commented when the Ordinance Committee was working on the 	codification process, the fines were all over the place.  At that timed the Ordinance Committee did not have the 	time to craft a separate ordinance just for the fines. 	Vice-Chair Martin shared the Advisors from Muni Code also provided suggestions for updating the fines on the 	Town’s Ordinances.

	ITEM #7:  Building Communities Grant Application – Jim Fog 
	The Chair, Jim Fog, of the Trails, Greenways, Byways, and Rural Economy Advisory Committee, is requesting the 	Town apply for a Recreational Facilities Grant Program, which is one type of the Building Communities Grant 	administered through the Department of Buildings and General Services.  The grant will help purchase and install 	three (3) new benches on the bike path between Nortrax and the Paddock Road Mini-Park, eliminating three (3) 	large gaps .3 - .6 miles, so that no gap of more than .25 miles will exist between benches in either direction.

	The manufacturer, O’Brien & Sons, still manufactures the benches that are already located along the Toonerville 	Trail.  Mr. Fog estimates between the cost of the benches and the foundation for each bench the cost would be 	approximately $1,200.00 each.  Total cost would be $3,600.00 and the $1,800.00 required match would be 	$1,800.00 coming from the STAG account.
