	Public Hearing started at 6:01 PM.  Selectboard Chair, Walter Martone, read the proposed ordinance out loud.

	After the reading, Chair Martone, asked the Selectboard Members for concerns, comments and/or questions.  There 	were none.  Chair Martone shared that he had been notified via email from resident, Douglas Johnston, concerning 	the Payment Deadline on the last page of the proposed ordinance.  Mr. Johnston had shared the deadline for 	payment was twenty (20) days versus the thirty (30) as stated in the ordinance.  

	Also discussed was if tickets for multiple violations could be issued without having a conviction.  The decision was 	that tickets for multiple violations could be issued without having a conviction.
