D.	NEW BUSINESS:
	ITEM #1:  Approve the purchase of an E-One Fire Truck
	Town Manager Yennerell shared there is $450,000 allocated in the Capital Plan for this fiscal year to purchase a new 	pumper type fire truck to replace the existing 1992 Fire Truck.  He turned the floor over 	to Fire Chief, Russell Thompson, to 	explain the process taken to purchase the E-One Fire Truck.

	The Fire Department identified and the Town has joined a nationally based intergovernmental purchasing consortium, known 	as The Houston-Galveston Area Council Buying Consortium, (H-GAC-Buy), that will save a significant 	amount of money 	while purchasing the new fire truck.  A committee from the Fire Department was formed 	and charged with guidelines for 	creating a build specification that would serve the community for 20 plus years.  The choice was between an E-One and Ferrara 	with the committee choosing the E-One and Fire Chief, Russell Thompson, stated that he supported their decision.
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	The Fire Department will trade in Engine 4, (E4) 1992 International 4900 Pumper Truck, at a trade in value of $16,000 and 	purchase a new 2018 Typhoon Al Pumper Truck for $420,003.  He shared the Town already owns E-One vehicles and believes 	the new truck will be a sound investment for the Town.  The estimated delivery to the Town will be 300 days.

	Town Manager Yennerell explained at the August 14, 2017 Selectboard meeting, the board voted to allocate $111,703 for 	improvements at the Springfield Transfer Station.  The funding will come from the Southern Windsor/Windham Counties Solid 	Waste Management District’s Capital Reserve Fund.

	Treasurer, Robert Forguites, and Forrest Randall, Springfield’s Board Representative of the Southern Windsor/Windham 	Counties Solid Waste Management District were present.  Robert Forguites presented the Selectboard with a check for 	$111,703.

MOTION:	Michael Martin moved on behalf of the Town of Springfield, Vermont, to acknowledge the receipt of a 
		check payable to the Town of Springfield from the Southern Windsor/Windham Counties Solid Waste
		Management District in the amount of $111,703. This represents the Town of Springfield’s share of the funds
		received by the Southern Windsor/Windham Counties Solid Waste Management District as a result of
		the dissolution of the New Hampshire/Vermont Solid Waste Project.  We further acknowledge that this 
		check is in full and final payment of the Town of Springfield’s share of the dissolution funds.  Selectboard
		Chair, Kristi C. Morris, was authorized to accept and sign for receipt of the check presented.

	On Friday, October 6, 2017, he received confirmation from VTrans the Town of Springfield had been awarded two 	grants; a 	$47,950 grant for Main Street Improvements for pedestrian improvements between Valley and Summer Streets creating a green 	strip.  He stated that would be a project for next year.  The other grant is for additional funding of $156,230 for the South Street 	Sidewalk Project.  The Town did not have enough funding to complete 	the project and had applied for more funding.  We 	were very fortunate to receive the additional funding.  Town Manager 	Yennerell would like to have the South Street 	Sidewalk Project go out to bid over this coming winter.

	The Town of Springfield will be participating in the Vermont Alert System.  This is a free program for anyone who signs up.  	The Vermont Alert System will provide emergency information according to how a  participant signs up to use the program.
