MEETING MINUTES

1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL: The meeting was called to order by Town Clerk Barbara Courchesne at 5:35 p.m. The following individuals introduced themselves – John Bond, John Follett, Barbara Schultz, Tom Yennerell, Barbara Courchesne, Walter Martone, George McNaughton, Lori Claffee, Sharon Ayer and Jeff Mobus. Absent was Richard Andrews. 

2. OATH OF OFFICE/CONFLICT OF INTEREST POLICY:  Town Clerk Barbara Courchesne swore in the six public members present and explained the new Conflict of Interest Policy adopted by the Selectboard.

3. NOMINATE AND VOTE FOR A COMMITTEE CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR:  Jeff Mobus was nominated to be Chair by Walter Martone and seconded by Barbara Schultz. George McNaughton moved to close the nominations. Motion seconded by Barbara Courchesne. Motion to close nominations passed unanimously. Motion to elect Jeff Mobus as Chair passed unanimously. John Bond was nominated to be Vice Chair by Walter Martone and seconded by Barbara Schultz. George McNaughton moved to close the nominations. Motion seconded by Barbara Courchesne. Motion to close nominations passed unanimously. Motion to elect John Bond as Vice Chair passed unanimously.

4. TURN MEETING OVER TO ELECTED CHAIR: The meeting was turned over to Chairman Jeff Mobus.

5. ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA: There were no additions to the agenda requested.

6. VOLUNTEER TO RECORD MINUTES:  Walter Martone volunteered to take minutes.

7. DECIDE ON A FUTURE ROUTINE MEETING SCHEDULE:  It was determined that a discussion of the Goals of the Committee should happen before the meeting schedule was established. See Item 8 below. After that discussion it was decided that due to the upcoming holidays, there would be two meetings in November and two meetings in December. 

It was moved by Tom Y. and seconded by John B. to meet on the following Wednesdays, November 13th, November 20th, December 11th, and December 18th. All of these meetings will be from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. Motion passed unanimously. Future meeting will be determined later on. The overall goal is to have an amended Charter approved by the Selectboard and ready to be presented to the voters at the Presidential election in November 2020.

8. DISCUSS THE GOALS OF THE COMMITTEE:  The members were provided a copy of the Charter as presented to the voters three years ago. This version identified all of the changes developed by the previous Charter Review Committee, and was approved by the Selectboard. After discussion it was determined that the Committee would review the work of the past Committee, Chapter by Chapter, and determine if further changes should be considered. 

It was moved by George M. and seconded by Tom Y. that the Committee would start reviewing the Charter using the version that was previously submitted to the voters three years ago. The review will be done Chapter by Chapter. Motion passed unanimously. All Committee members will be sent a WORD version of the Charter for their use in reviewing the Charter.

Walter M. volunteered to contact VLCT to determine if they would again be available to assist the Committee by reviewing its work and providing comments/advice. Tom Y. volunteered to contact Town Attorney Steve Ankuda to inform him of the Committee’s work and to request his review.

9. PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

10. ADJOURNMENT:  Moved by John F. and seconded by Tom Y. to adjourn the meeting at 6:10 p.m. Motion passed unanimously.
