B.	PUBLIC INFORMATIONAL MEETING:  Drinking Water Lead Reduction Grant.
	Town Manager Yennerell introduced Nathan Pion, Project Engineer, from Aldrich + Elliott.  Mr. Pion 	identified the Project Partners as the Town of Springfield (Owners) Tom Yennerell, Town Manager, Jeff 	Strong, Public Works Director, Alex Greer, Chief Water Operator, Roy Farrar, Acting Chief Water 	Operator, and numerous other Town employees, Aldrich + Elliott, Nathan Pion, Project Engineer and 	Megan Young, VT Drinking Water & Groundwater Protection Division (Regulator) from the Capacity 	Development Program.

	Nate Pion and Jeff Strong provided a brief history of the Drinking Water Lead Reduction Grant.  The 	project has been underway for approximately 1-1/2 years.  The grant was for $45,000.00 and received in 	early 2017.  The Town of Springfield used the grant funding to create a Test Pilot for Identifying Lead 	in the water.

	Nate Pion provided the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Lead Regulations and an example of 	the measurement.

	EPA Lead & Copper Rule:		Lead Concentrations cannot exceed 15 ppb in more than 10% of 							customer taps sampled.

	EPA Lead Action Level (AL):	15 parts per billion (ppb)

	EPA Lead Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG):  0 ppb

	Example:				1 ppb would equal One (1) Drop of Ink in a 55,000 Liter (14,500
						Gallon) Water Trailer

	Nate Pion commented that the Town of Springfield has done a great job providing “High Quality” 	water; there were not any deficiencies.
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	The Project Partners identified the Grant Funding Eligible Approaches:
· Find, map, and inventory water distribution and customer water lines.
· Establish a proactive, lead replacement program.
· Educate the public about risks of exposure to lead in drinking water and how to reduce risks.
· Develop a Capital Needs Study, Capital Improvement Plan and a Funding Strategy to replace publicly owned lead infrastructure.

	Nate Pion and Jeff Strong shared suggestions for the Public about reducing lead exposure.
· Run water for 1-2 minutes prior to use
· Use cold water for cooking
· Contact a local plumber to inspect internal plumbing for potential lead
· Test water for lead through a certified laboratory
· Consider installing a filter that reduces lead
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The Town’s Efforts to Reduce Lead Infrastructure
· Lead & Copper Sampling
· Lead Gooseneck Replacement Program
· Capital Improvements Plan
· Long Range Plan

Nate Pion, Jeff Strong, the Selectboard Members and Residents from the audience discussed the fact that 200 properties were sampled and 47 properties were found to have pre-1950 lead goosenecks.  These lead goosenecks were replaced with copper goosenecks.  During the sampling and testing procedures lead was the only deficiency tested.  In 2010 there were regulations passed that banned lead from kitchen and bathroom faucets.  The public was reminded to check the year of their faucets within their homes.

The Public Informational Meeting finished at 7:12 PM.  Mr. Pion from Aldrich + Elliott expressed his “Thank You” for being able to make the Drinking Water Lead Reduction Presentation and the Town Manager and Selectboard “Thanked” him for the presentation and his time.
