The meeting was called to order at 5:07 p.m. and on a motion and second by Walter and Paul the minutes of October 24, 2019 were accepted as presented.

The remainder of the meeting was taken up with discussion of the 100th anniversary celebration on June 27th – Saturday.  

The major concern was that NESA will be holding a regional soaring contest from June 25 to July 5, 2020.  The FAA is also looking to establish a temporary MOA (military operations area) just southwest but including Hartness Airport for the entire month of June from 9000 to 18000 feet MSL (roughly 8500 feet and up).  Depending on winds, contest sailplanes can easily reach these altitudes.  In addition, the 100th will be looking to hosting a fly-in to begin earlier than the start of the contest but still using one runway.  It was finally decided that it could work and planning will continue.
The focus of the 100th is to bring in local and regional people for an Open House at the airport as well as pilots flying in.  The draw would be a “food truck festival”, a static display of helicopters and other military aircraft.  Invitations have been sent to Gov. Scott as well as the congressional delegation.  
The request for military static display has been forwarded to the State for follow-up and it looks like we will be searching for an event planner to assist with details.  

If anyone has pictures which can be added to the flyer to be sent out please forward them to me or Alasdair.

I will also send out a summary of all the items that were discussed for further feedback.  

Possible next meeting would be December 19th.
