A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:

There was discussion about the process for adopting the new code and the timing for the next phase of the project where substantive changes will be considered. Municode will then conduct a legal review of the document to identify any inconsistencies/conflicts with State Statutes and the Charter. This information will be reviewed with the Committee through a conference call. Upon conclusion of this step, Municode will produce a final marked up copy of the new code that can be used for developing an ordinance that adopts the new code. The Selectboard will hold a public hearing on the ordinance and consider its adoption. The Committee will then consider the substantive amendments to the code that have been identified during this entire process.
