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A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:

Present: Town Attorney Stephen Ankuda, Selectboard Member Mike Martin, Selectboard Member Walter Martone, Town Manager Steve Neratko. 

The meeting was called to order at 3:06 p.m. through Zoom Conferencing. A quorum was present. 

B.  APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:

Motion by Mike Martin to approve the minutes of June 4, 2020 as presented. Seconded by Walter Martone. Motion passed unanimous with one correction noted. Page 2, 1st paragraph, second line – correct spelling of  “Selectboard” (t was missing).

C.  ANY REQUESTED ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA: None

D.  OLD BUSINESS:

1.  Code Of Ordinances review for substantive changes. 
a. Chapter 2 – Administration.

The Committee reviewed Chapter 2 page-by-page. 

Sec. 2-46. – Powers and duties. (d). This section makes the Library Board an ex-officio subcommittee of the Planning Commission. Pattrice Jones, Chair of the Library Board, submitted comments that clarified the term “ex officio” and offered a possible explanation why this section was included. Steve A. noted that this section predated the Library becoming a department of the Town, and it may have been intended to establish a relationship between the independent Library and a department in the town that may have some business that affects its operations. It was also theorized that the intent might have been to establish the Library as a research arm for the Planning Commission or as a technology expert for the town. The Committee finally decided that this section is no longer necessary and that it should be deleted.

Sec. 2-48. – Utilization of trust funds and gifts. The following additions were made:
(a)  The library trust funds shall be administered under the custodianship of the trustees of public funds and in accordance with the terms of any trust, grant or gift. Unless otherwise required, earnings generated by the library trust funds, if allowed by the granting instrument, shall be paid to the town treasurer at least annually for library purposes. 
(b)  The release of principal from such trust funds, if allowed by the granting instrument, shall be as the Selectboard determines with the concurrence of a majority of the library board.

This concluded the Committee’s review of Chapter 2.

E.  NEW BUSINESS:

1. Establish next meeting date.

The Committee decided to take a 2 month break and then determine the next meeting.

F. ADJOURN:

Motion to adjourn by Mike Martin and seconded by Walter Martone. Motion passed unanimous. The meeting ended at 3:48 p.m.

Items for Future meetings of the Ordinance Committee include:

· Consideration of changes to the ordinance regulating taxi service.
· Action is needed on addressing the problem of chickens/poultry free-ranging off the owners’ property, noise and odor issues, and conflicts with dogs both on and off the owners’ property. The Committee needs to review what is currently in the ordinances (12-48), what other towns have done, and what is in State Statutes, and whether the Planning Commission is already addressing this issue.
· Substantive amendments to the Code of Ordinances.
· Amendments to Sewer Ordinance.
· Amendments to Sign Ordinance.
· Fees for Fingerprints Ordinance.
