Town Manager’s Report
May 14, 2018

12 River Street Permit Status
The owner of this property is in the process of obtaining a permit through the permit hearing process.  This property is located in the Downtown Design Review Overlay District.  The Downtown Design Review Committee recommended the application approval for construction of a brick wall and for the after-the-fact window installations on the east façade to the Development Review Board.  Due to the fact that the applicant was unsure of all of the other materials he wanted to use only the aspects mentioned above were approved.  The applicant is going to prepare a more detailed plan and after properly warned notices are issued will return to the Downtown Design Review Committee for further review followed by a hearing with the Development Review Board.  The Development Review Board has agreed to schedule a special meeting time to facilitate a timely resolution.

Town Wide Reappraisal Timeline:
1. On June 1st , Changes of Appraisal Notices will be mailed to all property owners.  
2. On June 1st, residents will be able to access all values online via the Town Website, they will be able to print or download a booklet of all values (This will be in PDF Form). For those without internet availability, there will be a limited amount of booklets available at the Assessor’s office.
3. Grievance Hearings will be conducted Monday June 11th, 2018 through June 16th, 2018.  (more days will be added, if needed). 

South Street Sidewalk Update
VTrans has approved the right of way certificate for this project.  VTrans is now reviewing the final edition of the plans.  If all goes well with this approval step, bids will be issued during mid-June.

Comtu Cascade Park Expansion and $100,000 Grant Award: 
The Town has been awarded $100,000 in the form of a Downtown Transportation Grant from VTrans.  These funds will be used for the expansion of the Comtu Cascade Park. The new and undeveloped area of the park has been seeded and mulched to prevent soil erosion. This is a temporary measure until construction begins.

$250,000 EPA Grant Award  
The Town has been awarded $250,000 for brownfields assessment and mitigation plan creation.  

Main Street Curb Extension Project
This project is out to bid and bids are due May 24th.  The project will not begin before June 18th and the contractor will have 30 days to complete the project.

Senior Center Executive Director has resigned
This position will be vacant as of June 18th.  The vacancy has been advertised and resumes are due on May 25th.

Transfer Station 
In the near future a gate will be installed at the entrance to the transfer station and immediately adjacent to Fairgrounds Road.  This is necessary due to a dramatic increase in illegal and or off-hours dumping at the transfer station.  

Highway Projects
Upon completion of a bid process, Gurney Bros. Construction has been awarded the contract for the Spencer Hollow Road Improvements.

Springfield Paving was the low bidder for this year’s paving projects.
