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New Health Officer Inspections and Fines Update
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the last meeting the board had questions related to this topic.
Q. Did the new legislation include guidelines for inspections and deadlines?  A. There are no guidelines provided in the new legislation.  The Health Officers will use the same common sense judgements they have been using for the last 20+ years when they did not have the new form and the ability to fine.
Q. Can tenants be fined?  A. Yes
Q. Can the Town charge a fee for the inspection and report?  A. No
VLCT expects there will be legislative amendments to this during the next legislative session.

Armory
The Town is now the legal owner of the armory.  The building is currently filled with Public Works materials and equipment plus books for the Friends of the Springfield Town Library used book sale.

Grove Street Drainage
An engineer has be hired to do a hydrological study to determine the appropriate size of the culverts in this drainage.  It is all too well known that the small brook in this area drains 200 acres and has the ability to become a significant problem during unusually high rainfall periods of the sort that occurred on July 27th.  All major debris from the last flood has been removed from the drainage and some short term measures to prevent future drainage blockage are being considered.  No construction, if any, will occur until the hydrological study is complete.
