Town Manager’s Report
September 10, 2018

Spencer Hollow Road Improvement Project
This project is complete with the exception of some details.  The pavement was completed on August 31st.

Paving Status
There were 164 structures (water valve boxes, sewer manholes and storm drains) in area that was repaved this year.  108 structures needed to be replaced or repaired before the final layer of pavement was applied.  The planned completion of all pavement is September 7th. (this report was written on 9/5)

New Grader 
The new grader is here the operators and mechanics have been trained by John Deere personnel and the grader is in use. 

Wastewater Treatment Facility Inspection
The wastewater treatment facility was inspected by VT Dept. of Environmental Conservation during August.  The facility received an excellent rating which is the highest rating of a five (5) tiered rating system.  Congratulations to our facility operators for their dedication to keep the Black River clean.

Public Works Solar Array Project
The solar array that will eventually be built near the Public Works Facility on Fairgrounds Road has still not received a Certificate of Public Good (CPG) from Public Utilities Commission (PUC).  The application for the CPG was submitted during June and the PUC is talking up to nine (9) months to issue CPGs.  Construction this year is very unlikely. 

South Street Sidewalk Project

New Annual Auditors
Mudgett Jennett and Krogh-Wisner, P.C., Certified Public Accountants have been hired to perform the financial audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018.  A RFP was issued to numerous CPA firms that do public entity audits. Four (4) firms provided proposals and Mudgett Jennett and Krogh-Wisner was determined to be the best qualified.
