The meeting was called to order at 5:02 p.m. and on a motion by Mike and Walter S. the minutes of the Jan. 24, 2019 meeting were accepted as presented.  On a motion by Walter S. and Walter M. the minutes of the meeting of December 13, 2018 were accepted as it was pointed out that in Jan. we did not have a quorum.
Brian Shepa reported that traffic for the month of Jan. has been about the same as last year including jet.  Springfield Aviation is working on making available a flight simulator including twin-engine for pilots and he also reported that the maintenance operation is holding steady.

We also discussed the comments from Rollin Tebbetts on Dec. minutes.  Discussion is taking place on beacons between the State and FAA.  Pending.

He also stated that crack filling would take place this summer.  

Rollin also stated he would begin work with the FAA on how to get an LPV approach approved for the airport to lower the minimums.  

The issue of runway lights being out on 11/29 was relegated to after the snow is gone.  This makes it unusable at night and not safe for light aircraft if the wind is out of the west.  

It was discussed about WHO is responsible for the AirNav report of runway 5/23 being in FAIR condition only since it was GOOD last year and has not deteriorated to any extent.
Discussion is still ongoing on the fuel system credit card system.  It clearly is a State problem since the State owns the system.  Brian noted that the jet fuel unit only pumps in the manual mode but he always is there.  

The 100th anniversary of the Springfield Landing Field was discussed at length including the exact date, scope of the event, who to invite, money, fireworks, etc.  We will contact the Chamber, SOM, the Town of Springfield and Weathersfield and local and area businesses.  Ongoing.
Peter will contact the State on the status of the phone in the terminal building which does not ring, cannot be reached (mailbox full) and how we can get to use it.  Shayne may be back next week so he may also have an answer.

July 20th was looked at as a possible date for a fly-in/educational program for the summer.  More discussion will follow.

Next meeting will be March 28 and on a motion by Bruce and Walter S. we adjourned at 5:59.
