The meeting was called to order at 5 p.m. and we immediately received a call from Chris Beitzel in Rutland.  He explained that he is working on acquiring and emergency gate opener of the siren type so that fire and police can open it easily.  It would be placed by the gate near the maintenance shop.  

He also gave a brief update on the merger of aviation and rail on the state level.  They will be hiring a statewide Aviation Operations and Maintenance Manager by next week.  Selection process is complete and reference checks are being done.  He also said that it was discovered that Notams are going out with the wrong taxiway designation (state level?) and have been corrected.  He also announced that the Rutland EAA will have the B-17 on display on Sept. 18.

Peter brought up the fact that the Springfield Energy Committee was considering proposing a solar field somewhere on the airport property.  Power generated would be used first for the airport and then net-metered somewhere else.  

There are also plans for a new private hangar on the east side which would accommodate 4 planes and is now entering the permit process.  There was also the question of how many spaces we have left.  It was suggested that we contact the RPC (TAC – Kristi Morris) for help in permitting
Walter reminded us that the ACE camp (Aviation Career Education) will be held from 7/30 to 8/3 this summer.

Brian reported that he has been in operation for 9 months and he feels that the business is going well.  Weather this winter has been a significant factor but it’s where we live.

Walter moved and Bruce seconded that we approve the minutes as presented.  Approved.

The next meeting will be March 22, at 5 p.m. same place.
