The meeting was called to order at 5:05 p.m. and the minutes of the meeting of June 28th were accepted on a motion by Pete Andrews and Walter Martone.

Rollin gave us a report on himself since this was his first meeting.  He is officially the airport operations technician having come back to VT in February of this year.  He had been operations and maintenance manager at Bradley International Airport in Windsor Locks, CT for many years.  He became a pilot when he was attending college in his home state of VT.  He outlined several projects which are upcoming: runway lines painting; crack filling on the Federal tab; possible repair of obstruction beacons; planning for this years snow removal and some other needs.  

He was positive and hopeful that the glider contest and the aerobatic contest would be held here again next year.  The rulings from FAA and Corps of Engineers were all complied with and it was again suggested that we get out notice to the news media well before the aerobatics contest starts.
Walter S. mentioned that on the visit by Sec. Flynn, he had suggested that the FBO should be allowed to manage all parts of the airport.  That is cannot be well managed from Montpelier.  It was considered.  

Kathleen mentioned that there will be two CAP glider encampments again this year with one week rest between each one.  There are around 20 cadets in each one and a large waiting list for others wishing to attend.  More reasons to get a new building built to replace the old one.  It could also be used by FEMA in emergencies.

There will again be a CFI-G school held from Sept 10 to 14th.  Mark Farley will be organizing it and a new DPE to do the testing.
A suggestion was made for the commission to invite all pilots to a social and get-acquainted meeting.  A questionnaire could be emailed out on suggested subjects and we could have a speaker – possibly a youngster who had learned to fly here and has gone on to success.  DHART would be another possibility.

October 13 is the Cars and Planes event (Wings and Wheels) and Kathleen will create a poster and we all need to get involved in advertising and recruiting.  

Next meeting will be held on August 23 at the usual place and 5 p.m.

On a motion by Bruce and Walter S. we adjourned at 6:17 p.m.
