The meeting was called to order at 5 p.m. and on a motion by Walter S. and Mike K. the minutes were accepted as presented.  
There was no one present from VT AOT and no one had contacted us that they would call in.  Chris Beitzel had called in to say he had another meeting but no other info.  The question was raised as to “who is in charge?”

It was officially announced that the ACE camp for this year is postponed.  It is not on the website and since Walter S. cannot fly or participate as before it will not happen.  The fact that he received no financing from the State is also a factor.  The P-51 will be here…

The FAA website and the VT Aviation website have ACE info.  VTrans may be developing a grant application proposal for ACE camps in the future.  A comment was made that Parlin Field in Newport, NH has a grant from Hypertherm for ACE camps.
Paul Happ gave us details on his “not to be built” hangar.  Fish and Game electrical was going to cost an extra $4000 and GMP wanted to get involved in long-range planning. There was an issue with storm water permit on the Schumacher hanger which impacted.  Paul is cancelling his hangar at a revenue loss to both the State and the Town of Springfield.  Paul’s next plan is to make arrangements to install a proper bi-fold door on his State owned hangar.
The CAP glider encampment is scheduled to begin on Tuesday, July 31.

Alasdair gave us details on the glider contest scheduled to begin on Sat. 6/30 and run thru 7/7.  There is a major insurance cost incurred and he plans on 18 gliders this year.  Practice will have no notams and the contest hopes to grid at 11 a.m. each flyable day.  

We are still trying to encourage the State to make the Quonset hangar part of the  FBO lease but Dan D is digging in his heals that the State has to make money.  Adverse impact on the FBO!!  One comment was that we need to get Rollin Tibbets down here to help us with suggestions.  Walter S. and Mike moved to adjourn at 6:49 p.m.
