ATTENDEES:  Pete Andrews, Kathleen Fellows, Bruce Johnson, Walter Martone, Walter Striedieck, Peter MacGillivray, Mike Knoras (by phone); Rollin Tebbetts, AOT; Bob Flint, SRDC.

The meeting was called to order at 5 p.m. and on a motion by Walter Martone and Kathleen Fellows the minutes were accepted as presented.  

Rollin started off with mentioning that Shayne Wilcox was back and doing great work.  We had a snowy winter and with help from Rutland the runways were in good shape.  He also mentioned that Shayne (KVSF) has a new truck for maintenance.  

The runway lights on 11/29 have a short and will be fixed as soon as the snow is gone.  It will be a problem to find the short but will get done. 

The LPV approach which he asked the FAA to look into cannot be done because of needed tree clearance.  The issue of easements and purchase of those is in the hands of AOT so we need to find out where they are and when they will be completed.  We also need to find out when tree clearing will commence.

Summer maintenance will consist of the usual mowing and also crack filling and line painting.  Bob Flint has had contact with VTEL and will assist Rollin in trying to solve the credit card reading connection problem.

Bob also brought up the #1 hangar issue and the State leasing it out.  The general consensus was that it should be part of the lease to Brian Shepa who has stated that he would like the maintenance shop there to be closer to the terminal building.

Comments from the VAAC meeting were $9.3 million proposed in the upcoming budget and State airports are 80% below needed funds.
Discussion took place on the 100th anniversary for the airport.  The tentative date is a Saturday, July 4th, 2020.  Bruce, Kathleen and Mike will be the central planning committee but all members of the committee will help.  We will need all the help we can get from local, to State, and Federal and NGO’s.

It was decided that July 18 would be our education and fly-in date with a Wings program and burgers after.  Peter will contact someone to conduct the program and decide on the subject with them.

October 12 will be our fall fly-in (if no other conflict) and in addition to food will be a Wings and Wheels program.  Stuart and John’s in Westmoreland have a car show so that will be where we start for exhibitors.
Next meeting will be same place on April 25, 2019 at 5 p.m.

On a motion by Mike and Walter Striedieck, we adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
