Call to order: 6:35pm.

1. Additions to the agenda: No additions were made to the agenda. The “Updates on Climate Action Communities” item was struck.  
1. Secretary’s Reports:   September 20, 2018 and October 4, 2018
MM moved that the September 20, 2018 minutes be accepted as submitted. DY seconded the motion. All in favor.
MM moved that the October 4, 2018 minutes be accepted as submitted. CO seconded the motion. All in favor.
1. Chapter 9 (1st Half)
Planning Commission feedback: Lori Claffee pointed out there was a fair amount of redundancy in the chapter but had no specific recommendations for change. 
CO: Much of the redundancy was required to follow the official structure of the document.
One small change will be made to change that the regional planning committee’s energy plan “will be approved” to “has been approved”

1. Update on Button Up
MM asked Amy about tabling at the Library. She approved our Button Up tabling on the 1st floor rather than the 2nd floor. CO said that the display cabinet in the library is ours to display Button Up info for the first two weeks in December.
Volunteers for tabling time slots were filled in.
1. Update on DIY workshop
CO: Efficiency Vermont is willing to present this to the energy committee. There is a possibility of doing this at the library and inviting the public. This could also double as our November committee meeting. CO will try to arrange this. 
1. Springfield Annual Report review
The report as written by CO was presented for comments.
PM asked what the total cost of the police department upgrade was.
CO pointed out that with the Vital Communities project, Springfield had the highest rate of participants who carried through with actual work done on their homes. 
1. Proposals for energy projects
CO: In the last two years, we helped fund upgrades of the fire department, then the police department. Now we need to discuss what to do next.
DY: The town has already spent a large amount of money on the library. We should do something else.
CO: Jeff Strong at Public Works may be looking for help with the town garage.
PM: Parks and Recreation has the lowest budget in the town. This department covers the senior center and pool.
SO: The senior center sounds like it has been very neglected and could use assistance.
ALL: Discussion of possible LED upgrades of outdoor sports field lighting. Questions about whether this would be part of the town or school budget.
CO will ask Jeff Strong if he has any projects in planning.
