Becca White delivered a presentation summarizing the Button Up program.
The presentation included the basic concepts involved in weatherizing homes, a description of Efficiency Vermont’s free home energy visits, and guidance as to whether a project could be do-it-yourself or would need assistance from a professional contractor.

What about mold? (mold problems would have to be dealt with before weatherization)
What about bats in the attic? (there are specific rules concerning the timing of bat relocation, a professional should be consulted)
What is the lead time for the free energy audit? (visits are currently being scheduled for January)
