The meeting was called to order at 5:02 p.m.

Brian P. called in so was put on the agenda first. He reported that he had met last week with Walter to set the date for the ACE Camp.  It will be 7/31 to 8/4 this year.  There should be some planning help from accounting dept.  There will also be two CAP glider encampments – 7/29 to 8/6 and 8/13 to 8/21.  Questions were asked regarding the status of the FBO negotiations but Brian did not have that information.
Shayne gave us the fuel sales info for 12/8 to 1/26 and it was weather related.  Jet fuel was 280 gal. vs. 428 last year and avgas was 584 gal. vs. 1016 last year.  Bad weather.
Shayne said he had plowed 60 to 80 hours in this period and mentioned that he had much help from Paul Trombly from RUT in the clean up.  (A big “thank you” to Paul from Walter).  The snow blower is now in top condition with a new clutch and works great.  He reported that there had been a problem with sludge in the fuel at the Graves building which caused the furnace to shut down, wash pipes froze and caused a leak but all was taken care of.  He also announced that the airport will be attended from 7 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. 7 days per week.  This may cause some problems with late afternoon and early evening charters if unattended.  He also mentioned that the supply of snacks will not be restocked in the future
Kathleen reported that the keypad light at the north gate is still very dim and hard to see at night.  She also suggested that we should write the state and request an airport operations worker since Larry has resigned and Shayne is classified as maintenance.

Bruce brought up the question of the aerobatics contest now that Larry is gone and who would be responsible for organizing it on the local level.  It would appear that this task would fall to Brian Pinsonault by default.
On a motion and second by Walter and John, the minutes of the meeting of Dec. 8, 2016 were accepted as presented.

Heath Marsden gave us an update on the status of the avigation easement project.  There needs to be boundary surveys of all 14 properties, appraisals, rights of ways determined, negotiations, and after that the tree clearing can begin in (probably) 2018.  There will also be work begun on line of sight problems in runway 5/23 which could be interesting as well as the changes to the runway safety area.  

The next meeting is scheduled to be held on Feb. 23, at 5 p.m. in the terminal.
