ATTENDEES:  Kathleen Fellows, John Graves, Bruce Johnson, Mike Knoras, Peter MacGillivray, Brian Shepa, Springfield Aviation; Shayne Wilcox, local AOT; Bob Flint, SRDC;  Absent:  Peter Andrews, Walter Striedieck;

The meeting was called to order at 5:10 p.m. as we were expecting a call in from AOT Aviation.  

On a motion and second by Mike Knoras and Kathleen Fellows the minutes of Feb. 23, 2017 were accepted as presented.  
On a motion and second by Mike Knoras and Kathleen Fellows, Bruce Johnson was nominated as Vice-Chair for the committee.  There were no more nominations and Bruce was elected by unanimous vote.  

The glider accident which occurred on Saturday afternoon, May, 20th was discussed at length as to who should have been notified.  Neither Brian nor Shayne were notified nor was the local police or fire department.  The VT AOT was also not notified but either the FAA or the NTSB was called since they notified the state AOT and calls came down Saturday evening trying to find out details.  There were also calls Sunday morning by the Springfield police as the glider was visible from the road (Rt. 106).  The results of the discussion was that the FBO (Brian) and Shayne should be notified immediately.  If there is any question of injuries, an ambulance and police should also be notified.  After that, notification goes up the line to the state AOT Aviation.  We will check with Chris Beitzel if they have formal protocol and what Claremont may have for rules (Dave Carton).
Shayne pointed out that the sliding gate next to the terminal building and parking lot should have a sign stating:  FOR EMERGENCY USE ONLY!  He will put in a work order.

Mike brought up the idea of getting a fire engine housed in North Springfield possibly on or near the airport.  This was proposed many years ago and supposedly money had been appropriated by the state.

Shayne gave a report on fuel sales:  Last year – 100LL – 2366   Jet – 2633





          This year - 100LL – 2155   Jet -    931
This is probably due to several factors – poor weather during this period and the AFD shows the airport unattended at certain times.  Brian will be here when the lease goes thru when Shayne is gone which should provide greater coverage.
I will send out some ideas for a mission statement and would request that everyone add, delete and fill in whatever we need.  It will be a work in progress.

John commented on the lack of participation and support from AOT on the state level with no phone call.  We know that Shayne does a superb job locally but he can’t speak for the upper level management team.  So noted.
