2. Secretary’s Report: November 16, 2017:  WM/DY moved and seconded that the minutes from November 16, 2017 be accepted as presented. All in favor.

3. Energy chapter: continue work on this
Discussion of remaining questions left over from last meeting
· River corridors – Residential energy projects should be OK. Commercial scale should be avoided.
· Confusion of wind turbine units of measurement – Both feet and meters will be used.
· Wind turbine noise – Conform to state standards.
· List of site limitations or encouragements – Change language to encourage use of sites such as the wastewater treatment plant.
· Change language to use landscaping rather than barriers. 
· Correction of appendix for existing hydro capacity as 1.3MW rather than 0 MW.
· Request footer to identify sources of statistics.
· Many corrections to usage of average/mean/median.
WM – Question as to meeting the requirements for ‘substantial deference’.
JR – After July 1, the select board will be the approving entity, with the Planning Commission reviewing it first. 
WM – Suggested that local approval would be appropriate.
PM – We should compare a clean copy with the checklist.
JR – Will provide a checklist to CO.

4. Weatherization Campaign: updates: The weatherization kick-off event will be on Jan 25. Posters were handed out. Should not be put up until after Jan 1.

5. Superfund Site: WM/PM:  The Springfield town manager expressed concern with the possible liabilities of taking over the property. The town has already begun discussions.

6. Efficiency VT: review info on Springfield as designated town:  They have expressed a desire to obtain a list of Springfield rental apartment contacts.
