1. Additions to the agenda: From Mike Knoras 1. Discuss wastewater treatment 2.Solar array at superfund site 3. Report on money saved from LED streetlights 
1. Secretary’s Report: June 15, 2017;  Walter Martone corrected spelling of  “Peter MacGillivray“. Dave Yesman/Steve Osterlund moved and seconded that the minutes from June 15, 2017 be accepted as presented with the spelling correction. All in favor.
1. Discussion of section 8 and generation of Section 9 “Statement of Policy on the Development and Siting of Renewable Energy Resources”
Guest Jason Rasmussen of the Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission (SWPRPC) discussed with the committee the current draft “Enhanced Energy Plan Outline”. The purpose of the discussion was to determine priorities from the committee, so he could further develop the draft Enhanced Energy Plan.
 
 JR – Some points have been inserted into the draft document to match up with possible checklist requirements for the acceptance of the document.
At this level, the unit MW is generally preferable to MWh. MW is the theoretical capacity. MWh takes into consideration different efficiency factors of renewable energy types. In this type of document, the numbers will only be approximate, but should indicate the sense of overall scale.  
MK and DY asked for a discussion on how progress to the stated goals will be measured.
Discussion to add “Ridge Lines” into Section 9D constraints.
Discussion of solar project landscaping timescale requirements.
CO opened discussion on whether we should get public comment before finishing the draft. DY said it would not be a good use of the committee’s time because public input will occur through the planning commission’s public meetings.
WM stated his preference that we wait until the draft is essentially complete before submitting it for public comment.
CO moved that we get public input before integrating the “Enhanced Energy Plan Outline” into the town plan. There was no second.
Line by line group discussion of sections 8 and 9 to correct language, remove redundant sentences, and define acronyms. 
The group review was stopped just before section 9F due to lack of time.

Next steps: Complete the review of Section 9.
 
Adjournment:  It was moved by Dave Yesman and seconded by Steve Osterlund to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 p.m. During the discussion of adjournment, it was decided to table the three additions to the agenda until the next meeting due to lack of time. All in favor.
