AND RURAL ECONOMY ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING
Unapproved minutes
February 27, 2019

The meeting began at 7:00.  Attending were Josie Hingston, George McNaughton, Randy Gray (presiding), and Chuck Gregory.

Minutes approved as revised (“kompucha” for “kampucha). (Gregory/McNaughton).  

The committee reviewed the Springfield Trail Guide which was produced in 2008, provided by Randy Gray.  Randy also provided a map with the proposed extension of the Toonerville Trail to the Springweather recreational area.  As there has been no reply yet from the town about lingering easements along the old Rte. 11—one of the proposed trails— it was agreed Randy should re-send the letter.

Randy reported that the Historical Society said it does not have the manpower to deal with restoring the historical signs in the Eureka district.

Randy reported that he had contacted both the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts, and both groups are willing to help with trail improvements.  He has found out the high school librarian coordinates all the community service hours; he will contact her.  He will also contact Kelly Stettner of Black River Action Team.

Moved to have Randy appear before the Select Board to discuss budgeting for trail maintenance starting with the Springfield Bog, and to secure permission to talk with the owners of the Hartness Park trails (McNaughton/Gregory).  Passed.

There was discussion of how the group could use a map collaboratively.  

George presented the second set of changes to the regulations pertaining to changes in the rural area zoning by-laws.  He said he had researched the Woodstock laws and found out the lawsuit was based on an Act 250 issue.  He said the major changes he has made are changing the agricultural and forestry products sections, adding a definition of “farmscapes;” relating the “farmscapes” concept to maintaining the rural and pastoral atmosphere; and restricting the use of siding to historically used types.

Moved that George McNaughton polish up the document and submit it to the Planning Commission (Gregory/Gray).  Passed.

Chuck reported the Garden Club will elect a new president in April. Deanna Dexter will have the new president contact him about the group’s willingness to design the floriculture of a mini-park on Mineral Street.  It is unlikely that the Garden Club will provide manpower to plant or maintain it as it is aging.  

The next meeting will be March 26th.
