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TOWN OF SPRINGFIELD - ORDINANCE COMMITTEE

A.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL:

Present: Town Attorney Stephen Ankuda, Selectboard Member Stephanie Thompson, Town Clerk Barbara Courchesne, Town Manager Tom Yennerell, and Selectboard Member Walter Martone.

Guests: None.

The meeting was called to order at 2:12 p.m. in the Selectboard Hall at 96 Main Street. A quorum was present. 

B.  APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:

Motion by Stephanie Thompson to approve the Minutes of October 25, 2018 as presented. Seconded by Walter Martone. Motion passed unanimous.

C.  ANY REQUESTED ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:

There were no requested additions to the agenda.

D.  OLD BUSINESS:

ITEM #1:  Review the listing of recommended changes to sections 1 through 3 of the Code of Ordinances from the October 25, 2018 meeting.

The Committee reviewed and discussed the summary of the changes prepared by Barbara. No additional changes were recommended.

ITEM #2:  Review of Chapters 4, 5, 6, and 6A of the Code of Ordinances.

Barbara provided the following update:
1. According to Alyce (the lead person from Municode who is responsible for the Springfield project) the recommended process for the completion of the project should include the following -
a. Committee will complete its clean up review of all chapters and formatting recommendations. 
b. Barbara will format the Committee’s comments and provide it to Municode.
c. Municode will conduct a legal review of the entire document and hold a phone conference with Town representatives to discuss the review.
d. Municode will provide the Town with a clean copy of the cleaned up and reformatted Code of Ordinances.
e. A new comprehensive ordinance that adopts the new Code of Ordinances will be prepared by the Ordinance Committee, along with a document that illustrates all the changes being made.
f. The new ordinance, Code, and summary of changes will be provided to the Selectboard.
g. The Selectboard will review these items, conduct a public hearing, and adopt the new ordinance that establishes the Code of Ordinances.
2. Barbara noted that this process only includes ordinances adopted through 2016, along with the Charter, and the most recently adopted Zoning Bylaws.
3. There will be a subsequent process for adopting a supplement to the Code that incorporates:
a.  ordinances adopted after 2016,
b. additional substantive changes to all ordinances recommended by the Ordinance Committee.
4. Barbara recommended that the Committee hold off review of Chapter 6a – Cemeteries, until the Chapter where it should be included in the Code, is determined.

The Committee then conducted its review of Chapters 4, 5, and 6 of the Code. Barbara recorded the recommended changes and responses to questions resulting from this review, in order to present it to Municode in the format requested.

E.  NEW BUSINESS:

Motion by Stephanie and seconded by Walter to adjourn. Motion passed unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 4:20 pm.
