










April 11, 2017
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Westview Office at 8:24 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Ms. Carol Cole, Mr. Richard Cummings, and Mr. Gerald Mittica. Staff: Laura Ryan Guest: Walter Martone
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the February 14, 2017 regular meeting were approved. 
(C) Financial Report: The financial report was approved as distributed.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – On April 17, 2017, we go before the VHFA board to present the Woolson Block project. VHFA awards the LIHTC’s. These tax credits will fund more than 50% of the equity in this project. If we are successful, then we will go to VHCB on May 10, 2017 and ask for an additional $475,000. This would leave a variety of tax credits and grants to fill in the balance of the almost $7 million that we think we will need to complete this project. We still need commercial tenants for the first floor. Walter Martone will contact SOM and the Town’s consultant to see what assistance they can offer.
(2) 22 High Street – The window installation and the siding of the building is now complete. The porches will be reconditioned and painted in the Spring. We have updated three of the apartments and will do the rest when they become vacant.
(3) Violations of the Smoking Policy - We did purchase a device which was supposed to detect smoke and plan to visit the tenants who we know are smokers, however, this device did not work as advertised. Our new plan is to purchase another system that will be installed in the units and monitored on our computers by a wireless connection. Legal Aid thinks this will be an invasion of a tenants privacy, but we think that it will insure that we are doing all we can to maintain a healthy environment in the buildings. The Board will be kept informed before any purchase is made.
(4) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board agreed to send $250 to the Apple Blossom Cotillion.
(2) Carol Cole Reappointment – The select board reappointed Carol for a 5 year term. Thank you Carol for your continued service.
(3) Other Business – (a) Laura prepared a spreadsheet showing the savings to date with the Net Metering Agreement. (b) The Board agreed to offer the SHA scholarship again this year. (c) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 9:02 A.M.  The next meeting will be held May 9, 2017 at the Huber Building.
