The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Westview Office at 8:15 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Mr. Richard Cummings, Mr. Dan Harrington, and Ms. Carol Cole.
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the December 19, 2017 regular meeting were approved. There was no January meeting due to inclement weather.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – SRDC and SOM have agreed to take the Master Lease for the commercial space at the Woolson Block. The YIT program will be moved from the first floor to the garden level. This will allow for larger commercial spaces. The project still has about a million dollar gap. We will be returning to VHCB and VCDP for additional funding. We will also ask Historic Preservation for permission to remove the southwest corner of the building. We will also ask for more state and downtown tax credits. Finally, we will need to ask for some funds from the $35 million bond fund set aside for affordable housing. The plan is still on track to begin construction this summer with completion in about one year.
(2) Audit – The audit was given to each Board member. They were asked to review and get back to Bill with any questions. The Board approval of the audit will be addressed at the meeting in April.
(3) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board agreed to send $200 to the Vault.
(2) Other Business – (a) No other new business was discussed.
