










January 10, 2017
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Richard McInerney, Mr. Gerald Mittica, Ms. Carol Cole, and Mr. Richard Cummings. Staff: Laura Ryan
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the December 15, 2016 regular meeting were approved. 
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – The Historic Preservation people have indicated that the windows, the staircases, and the commercial spaces are all considered historic and will recommend to the people in Washington that they remain. However, they indicated that the wooden portion in the rear could probably be removed. No final decision has been made on the items above except it appears that they will not budge on the windows. The Low Income Tax Credit application is due mid-February 2017.
(2) 22 High Street – The window installation is complete and siding of the building has begun. Hopefully, it will be completed by the middle of February.
(3) Springfield Art Gym – The Board agreed to send a $200 donation. Bill will monitor how often it is used by our tenants. 
(4) Audit Report – After a short discussion, a motion was made by Gerry Mittica to accept the audit as presented. This motion was seconded by Richard Cummings and passed by a unanimous voice vote.
(5) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – None
(2) Other Business – (a) The Board discussed the possibility of amending the pet policy for several properties. It was decided not to change the policy as it might create more problems than it would solve.(b) Bill told the Board that he made budget revisions to the Ellis Block, Mountain View, and the RAD budgets. The revisions involved reassigning maintenance personnel and overall it was budget neutral.  (c) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:55 A.M.  The next meeting will be held February 14, 2017 at the Whitcomb Building.
