










July 10, 2018
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:00 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Dan Harrington, and Ms. Carol Cole. Staff: Laura Ryan, Public: Jessica Martin
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the June 12, 2018 regular meeting were approved.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report was approved as presented.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – Bill will be meeting with the DRB tonight to get approval for the removal of the Southwest corner of the Woolson Block. Currently, the plans are 90% complete. We are scheduled to go out to bid in late August/early September of this year with construction beginning in October. The project should be completed by late Fall of 2019.
(2) Section 8 Program – Besides the VSHA, the Rutland H.A. and the Brattleboro H.A. are also interested in taking the SHA’s section 8 program. Bill will talk with both the RHA and BHA directors to see what they would offer. He will get back to the Board on their proposals.

(3) Property Purchase – Bill has not heard anything from the property owner.

(4) Roof Top Leases – Bill has approached HUD about their willingness to allow Crown Castle to purchase the roof top leases. So far, he has not heard back from HUD. Sprint has applied to the State to do upgrades to its site on the Huber Building roof.
(5) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board agreed to send $2,000 to the Laura Cody McNaughton Scholarship Fund. The Board also agreed to send $200 to Meals on Wheels in memory of Richard Cummings.
(2) FYE 9/30/19 Budget – The Board agreed to a 2% – 3% salary increase for the staff and other incentives for merit.
(3) Open Seat on the SHA Board – Bill announced the passing of Richard Cummings. The select board will need to fill his position on the Board in the near future.
(4) Other Business – (a) The Board awarded the $1,000 SHA scholarship to Zeb Reardon a tenant at Mountain View. (b) The Board directed Bill to prepare a policy that would prohibit the burning of candles and incense at our properties. This policy will be presented at the next Board meeting for consideration. (c) Bill was asked to address the issue of smokers (our tenants) tossing their butts on to the sidewalk at the property next to the Huber Building. Bill will talk to these tenants. (d) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:38 A.M. The next meeting will be held August 14, 2018 at the Whitcomb Building.
