(B) Minutes: The minutes from the October 11, 2018 regular meeting were approved.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report was approved as presented.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – Jessica Martin, the Executive Director for SOM, gave the board an update for the new holiday window displays. She also plans to have battery operated candles for all the upper windows that face Main Street. The Vermont Community Foundation (VCF) is very interested in supporting YIT program at the Woolson. At a meeting with the VCF and HCRS, they asked that HCRS/SHA apply for a grant to help support this program.
(2) Property Purchase – Steve Greene decided not to sell 90 Main Street and the parking lot associated with that property.
(3) Roof Top Leases – Bill submitted the data from Landmark Dividend to HUD as requested. The HUD representative says the information is sitting in HUD’s legal department. 
(4) Whitcomb Building Flood Damage Update – The new electrical system is almost finished being installed. The new generator has arrived and is being hooked up. Hopefully, all the work will be finished soon.
(5) Annual Town Report – Walter Jabs made a motion to accept the Annual Town Report as presented. This motion was seconded by Dan Harrington and passed by a unanimous voice vote.

(6) Other Business – No other old business was presented.
