The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Whitcomb Building at 8:00 A.M.

(1) Woolson Block – Nothing new to report.
(2) Property Purchase – The Board instructed Bill to make an offer to Steve Greene for the property at 90 Main Street and the parking lot associated with that property.
(3) Roof Top Leases – Landmark Dividend made an offer to purchase the two rooftop cell tower leases at 80 Main Street. Bill will work with Landmark and HUD to see if this offer can be accepted. 
(4) Whitcomb Building Flood Damage Update – The new electrical system is now being installed along with the new generator. Hopefully, all the work will be finished soon.
