Running for Local Office
All Local Official positions, except for Justices of the Peace, are voted on during the Annual Town Meeting, held on the first Tuesday in March.  

If you wish to become a candidate for a local office, please check with the Town Clerk to see which positions will become available for election.  You will need to fill out a Petition with the Town Clerk, obtain 30 signatures of registered voters and then file the Petition with the Town Clerk by the due date to get your name placed on the upcoming ballot.

Justices of the Peace are elected in the General Election and their term begins the following February and runs for three years. Submitting a Petition

The Springfield Selectboard is only obligated by law to warn a voter-backed petition that meets the requirements of 17 V.S.A. §2642(a)(3) only when it “sets forth a clear right which is within the province of the town meeting to grant or refuse through its vote”.

The submission of a Petition can happen in one of two ways:
A Petition can be presented directly to the Selectboard for immediate approval to be placed on an upcoming ballot.  The second option is for the Petitioner to obtain signatures from 5% of the legal voters and then the article will be placed on the upcoming ballot.
