










January 8, 2019
The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Westview Office at 8:15 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Peter Andrews, Mr. Walter Jabs, and Ms. Carol Cole. Staff: Laura Ryan Guest: Jessica Martin, John MacDonald, Robert Dunham, and Stephen Sysko.
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the December 11, 2018 regular meeting were approved.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed when it is ready.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – We finally have a commitment for the purchase of the tax credits from PNC Bank. This will allow us to begin construction in April of 2019. The new scheduled completion date will be April of 2020.

(2) Roof Top Leases – No movement on this. It will be dropped from future meetings.
(3) Mountain View’s Fire Damage Update – Laura gave the report about this incident. She indicated that the insurance company is in the process of suing the car maker and the car maker is suing the maker of the batteries, which seem to have caused this fire. The bottom line is that the area of the fire has to be isolated until all the parties involved have finished their investigations. In the meantime, All Season’s Construction Company will do as much work as possible to get the unit repaired.
(4) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board approved sending $200 to the Meals on Wheels program.
(2) Mountain View Audit Approval – Approval will be placed on hold until the entire SHA audit is completed.
(3) Possible New Commissioner – Bill indicated that Jeff Perkins has or will apply to replace Richard McInerney who left the Board in December.
(4) Other Business – (a) Laura read a memo from PHADA that funding from HUD will continue through February. If the shutdown goes beyond February then no is sure about future payments. Bill indicated that the SHA should be okay for quite a few months given its financial status. Peter suggested that we let the landlords know that there could be possible interruptions in payments if the shutdown continues for a long time. (b) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:30 A.M. The next meeting will be held February 12, 2019 at the Huber Building.
