The Regular Meeting of the Housing Authority of the Town of Springfield was held at the Huber Building at 8:05 A.M.

(A) Roll Call: Present were Mr. Walter Jabs, Mr. Daniel Harrington, and Ms. Carol Cole. Staff: Laura Ryan, Guest: Jessica Martin
(B) Minutes: The minutes from the April 9, 2019 regular meeting were approved.
(C) Financial Report: The financial report will be mailed.

(D) Old Business:
(1) Woolson Block – We have secured all the funding necessary and plan to start construction in early to mid-June of this year.
(2) Approval of Audit – A motion was made by Carol Cole to approve the FYE 9/30/18 audit as presented. This motion was seconded by Walter Jabs and passed by a unanimous voice vote.
(3) Section 8 Program – A motion was made by Walter Jabs to approve the contract with the Brattleboro Housing Authority to manage the SHA’s Section 8 program with the SHA staff still conducting HQS inspections on the units. This motion was seconded by Carol Cole and passed by a unanimous voice vote.

(4) Other Business – No other old business was presented.

(E) New Business:
(1) Request for Donations – The Board approved sending $100 to the Windsor County Mentors program.
(2) Mountain View’s Fire Damage Update – Laura informed the Board that everyone is back in place. However, we still are waiting for some payments from the insurance company for lost revenues.
(3) Other Business – (a) Bill told the Board that he is working on having the ACC removed for the public housing units as the SHA has been in the RAD program for over 2 years and the ACC no longer applies. (b) PNC Bank needs a couple of more items for the Woolson Block (c) No other new business was discussed.
(F) Adjournment: The meeting adjourned at 8:26 A.M. The next meeting will be held June 11, 2019 at the Westview Office.
