April 24, 2017 revised

Three Properties Issued Tickets
227 Seavers Brook Road, 22 Chester Road and 67 Furnace Street were issued tickets for a nuisance violation effective April 11th.  The clean-up at all these properties continues and full compliance is soon expected.  Ten (10) additional properties are being reviewed and being considered for violation citations.

Woolson Block Obtains Partial Funding
The Vermont Housing Finance Agency (VHFA) approved approximately $3.0-3.5 million housing tax credit for the Woolson Block. This is the first significant funding commitment for the project.  Now other sources of funding will be pursued.  One source will be a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) that only the Town can apply for and the Town will be a pass through agency.  The Selectboard has already give a verbal commitment to apply for this grant.  There will be formal documents forth coming as there is a potential application is due this fall.

Town Hall Tree Removal
Skyline Landscaping was asked to provide a bid to transplant the Drooping Cherry tree inside the garden located in front of the Town Hall.  They advised against transplanting it because that species does not have a long life span and the tree is already in decline.  

VTrans Grant Award
Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission obtained a 100% grant to replace signs, guardrails and line striping (if present) on 2.4 miles of Route 143 starting at Summer Street going east and 2.6 miles of Fairgrounds Road beginning at Route 11 going north.

Tax Increment Finance (TIF) Legislation Efforts 
Springfield State Legislative Representatives Bob Forguites and Alice Emmons arranged a meeting with the Speaker of the House, Mitzi Johnson so that I could explain Springfield’s need for TIF.  They also arranged for me to testify before the House Commerce and Economic Development Committee.

North Springfield Industrial Park Access Change
Effective, Thursday, April 27, 2017 for an indefinite period the only truck access to the Industrial Park will be Mill Road and Main Street from Route 106.  County Road will be closed to through traffic, due to failure of the large metal culvert.
